tial files and made coples of them.
These letters were read for the pur-
pose of showing, first, that Aman
Moore endeavored to bulld up A mar-
ket and good will for the product of
the cement plant at Oswego. second,
that an agreement as to prices was
sought to be entered Into between
other cement companies and the Ore-
gon company; third, that as soon as
he reached out Into territory other
than western and central Oregon
protest was ralsed by Butchart, presi-
dent of the company, and, fourth, that
as soon as Moore's action was Ifiled
thera was a great flurry among those
whom he accused of being partles to a
“cement trust.”

Directors in Deadlock.

In this last named connection a
telegram dated August I8, 1916, was
read from George MacDonald to H
A Boss, care of the Vancouver Port-
land Cement company, Victorla, B. C,,
as follows: "Nothing done. Directors
deadlocked and referred whole matter
to ahareholders’ meeting, September
20.
