You are in-
clined to assume that whatlever way
you rub and pul! it will spring back
into its natural position and form.
Stop & moment and make a mental
calculation of the number of times
you t™ab your cheek and brow each
month in the simple operation of
cleansing them. If your calculation
{s reasonably correct you can see how
easy it is to Injure the skin and
causa wrinkles to appear.

You cannot wash your facs without
massaging it. This is a sclence, It
{s not a practice to takes up in a care-
less manner. I am a firm bellever in
facial massage. It invigoratles the
skin and stirs up the ecirculation of
the blood which nourishes and tints
it, but careless rubbing of the skin
may do serious {njury.

It is @s easy to bathe the face cor-
rectly as to wash it in a way that
will cause wrinkles and rough skin.
Men always object when a barber be-
gins to shave them “agalnst the
grain,” There are seveéral good rea-
sons, all of which are well founded.
Women should file similar objections
whan their faces are rubbed “against
the grein.” They should avold auch
strokes when they wash their faces,

1f you wash your face correctly,
you properly massage it at the same
time. The faces of some women look
as though they had been scrubbed
with rough brushes until the cuticle
had been cut.
