The next legislature will be asked to
pass a sane and sensible bill which
will protect the rights of both em-
ployer and employe to their weekly
rest day.’ The vast majority of busl-|
ness men and working classes favor a
six-day week followed by one day of
rest in peven.

¢nce is that this rest day shall, so far
as practicable, fall on Bunday, the
common American rest day.
