~ Washington, Nov, 21.—(U. P.)—A
call to American business to meet un-
precedented trade conditions after the
war, is to be.the keynote of President
V'ilson's message to congress Tuesday,
December 6. The president is comnplet-
‘ng the message today and expects soon
to have it in the hands of the printer.

The president beleves the country’'s
industries can do a maximum amount
of work only when there is a minimum
of industrial unrest. His message =
cxpected to emphasize this in an ap-
peal to employer and employe for more
cooperation, more confidence of each

Anti-Strike Measureg Favored.

In this connection, the president has
formulated plans for rendsring prac-
tically Impossible strikes of all kindas.
He¢ will urge completion of & program
similar to that proposed in his last
niessage to handle such situations as
the recent threatened strike of the
raflroad brotherhoodas.

Belleving the rallroad problem us
linportant a domestic issue as oon-
fronts the ‘country, the president will
urgs congress to give the most careful
consideration to possible legisiation
which wlill ald the transportation sys-
tems to expand and improve to meet
the additional stress under which they
will be placed at the close of the war.

Would Permit COo OnE,

Abroad, also, the :foundation must
he lald for the comisf trade upheaval,
the president belleves. He wlill urge
congress to act immediately upon &
measure along the lines of the Webb
bill, 'which wlll permit American ex-
rorters to combine without fear of
entl-trust law action.

In addition to these the president's

essage will urge action upon differ-
ent measures urged In his messige of
a year ago which are still on the list
0of the administration's
businesa.”

Big Program Is Outlined,

They are expected to include: Con-
servation laws, legislation rendering
fuller political justice to the fcopl. of
Porto Rlco, & corrupt practices act,
federal aid and stimulation to indus-
irinl and vocational education llike
that given in the field of agricultural
Industry and posgibly laws giving fed-
eral agentsg more effective weapons to
use in- deallng with conspirators
\gainst the neutrality of the govern-
ment.

The president will also urge con-
tinuation of preparedness for peace by
continuance of a progressive program
of national defense, including ma-
terial additions to the navy. In his
recent pleas for the union of nations
to prevent future wars, the president
has pomted out that {f America is to
play her part in enforcing this peace,
she must have the nhecessary means.

The officlal statement also .letalled
a report from Field Marshal von
Mackensen, in Dobrudja, that Con-
stansa and Cernovoda bad been
shelled.

“QOur flyer squadrons bombarded a
transportation establishment near Bu-
cherest,” the statement sald

“Between Prespa lake and the Cer-
na (Macedonian front), the enemy is
feeling ahead with vanguard troops
toward the GermansBulgarian posl-
tions. Serbian advances at some placesg
on the Moglena front, prepared by
strong fire, failed.”

From Archduke Carl's front, in the
Ludova sector, the report sald:

“A patrol enterprise in the Car-
pathians was carried out by German
rifles as lemd, The Russian ad-
vance in *the neighborhood sector,
made In order to relieve pressure on
another part, falled In sanguinary
fashion. German-Austro-Hungarian
troops north of Campolung repulsed
saveral Russian night attacks.”
