HEN you fgo to the theatrs to
w ses any musical show, does your

mind wonder where all the pretiy
girls come from and how theéey came to
go on the stage? I find myself solving
the problem that has puzsled so many
persons for the last few years. I say
the last few years becanss formerly
volces were more in demand than good
looks, ’
In days when I played the comio
opera repertoirs, *Perichols,” “Grand
Duchess,” “Girofle Girofla,” ‘“Poor
Jonathan,” *“L4a Cigale” sand “Lady
Teaxle,” girls came into the compa-
nies to sing In the choruses to get
stage experience and pay for thelr
studies at the same time, The qual-
ity of the chorus girl then was su-
perior, She came from good families
from all“over the country. We were
glad to have such girls apd their in-
terests in the leading artists were en-
couraged by allowing them to stand
in the wings to hear certain songs in-
terpreted. The result was the coming
out and developing of many of the
singers of today,

The chorus girl in the comio opersa,
an comlo"?an wag intended, was
not requl té do any rapid dancing,
which bhas* s tendency to impair the
singing ‘voice. Nor were they required
to exposs thelir limbg in or out of
tights excepting in & few characters,
such as pagesa, of certaln periods when
knee bresches were worn, A girl could
keep her modesty unimpaired in the
days of real comio opera, Today econ-
ditions are so changed that if a girl
bhas one grain of gray matter she can-
not be a chorus girl. You have on'lL to
