there was general assent that parents
should be held to a stricter responsi-
bility for their children. County Judge
Bushey of Marion put it: "If the state
Is to take control of tfie children It
should take control of the parents.'

Judge Springer of Crook county said
he would advocate the arrest of some
parents on a charge of contributing
to the delinquency of their children
and would force these parents to work
on the roads like other criminals.

Boblsoa Opens Debate.
The discussion on Juvenile delin-

quency was opened by Charles W. Rob-tso- n.

deputy district attorney of Mult-

nomah county.'who said that the chief
trouble is that Juvenile courts are run
on theories Instead of practical com-

mon sense. Instead of being an aid
to the parents the courts have been
substituted for parents, he said, and
advocated holding parents responsible
for and punishing them for their chil-

dren's delinquency.
A great problem, he said. In handling

Juvenile delinquency was as to where
to place the delinquent. He character-
ized reform schools as training places
for crooks.

Parents Called Irresponsible.
Irresponsibility of parents was said

by Judge Bushey to be the chief cause
of delinquency. Judge Springer agreed
with him and added that no delinquent
child should be committed to any in-

stitution, receiving support from the
state, which did not render a full ac-

count of the conduct of the child and
cost of maintenance.

Mrs. Millie R." Trumbull, head of
the state's child welfare bureau, de-

clares that If the public got back to
the notion that the home is the proper
places to develop children there would
be less need of new publio Institutions.

County panne Treated.
Discussion of the management of

county farms and care of indigent
poor was opened by former Governor
Oswald West with the suggestion that
a state home for aged poor be estab-
lished to which the counties could
commit its indigent, paying their pro-
portion of the cost, with the object
of reducing overhead expense.

West took occasion to
remind the county authorities that
the e per cent tax limitation law
