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DESPISED GRAY FISH
NOW BEING CANNED
IN'LARGE QUANTITES

Government Bureau Declares
Fish Will Some Day Be
Highly Prized Food Article,

Once heartily despised and cordlally
feared by the fishermen of the Pa-
cific coast, the ferocious grayflsh is
now coming into its own as a food for
the masses. A bujletin just issued by
tha bureau of fisheries of the United
Stales department of commerce indi-
cates that the fisah some day wlill be-
come as highly prized as its cousins
of more savory gepute.

“A canning concern on Puget sound
is putting up 10,000 cases (480,000
cans) of grayfish of its own motion
and risk, using for this purpose the
{plant and machinery devoted to can-
ning salmon but which at this season
of the year is idle,” the bulletin says.
“The canners have found that the
mechanical apparatus used In canning
salmon whica reduces hand labor to
a minilmum is applicable to the can-
ning of grayfish.

I “A supply of grayfish is at this sea-
son of the year avalilable an the west
coast, lasting until just before the sal-
{mon begin to run, The grayfish are

not fou in the winter on the Atlantle
coast bult are present there during the
| summer,

The result of this arrange-
,ment is that a winter pack can be
. made upon the Paciflc and a summer
Ipack upon the Atlantie, Bpecimens of
the Paclfic product have been submit-
ted to and approved by the bureau of
fisheries which will do Ita beat to
make the product known.

“The demand for grayfish {8 already
far in_excess of the present supply but
with the new Pacific product and the
resumption of work In the spring upon
the Atlantic product, a larger pack wil)
be made than has heretofore been pos-
sible.”
