Klugslang, N. J., Jan. 12.—(U. P.)—

AT CABLE ON DIVER H-3

Eureka, Cal.,, Jan, 13.—Hard aground
near the entrance to Humboldt bay,
within the first line of breakers, and
with a heavy surf and strong wind
=tendily driving her ({nshore, the
United States cruiser Mllwaukee is in
grave danger of being lost.

The Mllwaukee grounded at ¢:15
o'clock this morning In a dense fog
and at noon today was resting on the
sand in less than 12 feet of water.
When she struck, the iser, together
with the tug Iroquols and the subma-
rine tender Cheyenne, was making an
effort to salvage the submarine H-2,
stranded on the beach several weeks
ago., The Mlilwaukee was the closest
Inshore with the Cheyenne tugging at
the cable a little further out and the
iroquois on the outer end. When the
crutser was lifted onto the sand by a
heavy swell the Cheyenne and Iroquoly
were forced to let go to avoid a sim-
{lar fate.

Two Vessels Stand By,

The Cheyenne and the Iroquois are
standing by, and the tug MeCulloch
was expected to leave fan Francisco
for the scene before afterncon to ald
in the attempt to float the cruiser,
which will be made as soon ag pos-
silile. .
