Each chairman was appointed a com-
mittee of one to confer with the United
States senators and representatives
from his state and inform them of the
united opposition to the enactment of
any law which will prevent rallroad
men from bettering thelr condition.

National Strike Discussed.

The question of a matlon-wide strike
was taken up. Many chalrmen reported
that it would be a calamity to wreck
the business of the nation by a strike
of that magnitude. It was charged
that not to deny the many rumors
afloat now would Injure the members
of the four brotherhoods.
