OF TAX LIST MEASURE

eounty taxpayers can still be mulcted
for five publications of the delinquent
t, when the law requires only Tour.
Under the Forbes bill dishonest
newspapers in Coos counmly again can
pire to swindle the county out of
$11.000 for publication which costs the
papers only $2000.

Under the Forbes bill taxpayers all
over the state will continue to be at
the mercy of newspapers which are out
for the graft inctdent to the publica-
tion of the delingquent tax lists,

Oregonian Can Repeas.
Under the Forbes biil, “an honest,
meritorious and square dealing meas-
ure,” ths Oregonian will continue to
pick the pockets of Multnomah taxpay-
ers. If the conditions which prevailed
in 1899 were to arise agsin, the Ore-
gonian, under the Forbes bill, might
once more wring from Multnomah
county $80,178 for a single year's pub-
lication of the delinguent tax lists.
The Forbes bill provides for mall
notices to delingquent taxpayers but
this means little, for {n the great ma-
jority of Oregon counties it has been
the practice to send out such notices
in addition to the publication of the
delinquent lists. Under the Forbes bill
the delinquent taxpayer who has re-
celved the mall notice will still find
his name in the published list unless
he has paid up in tha meantime.

Bill Given False Halo.
In a news article on the first page of
the Oregonian last Sunday these state-
ments appeared:

“Attorneys in the house &greed that
the act (Forbes bill) is the most sci-
entific and the most economical in ef-
fect in any atate in the Union. Forbes
gave the subject careful attention for
several weeks while he had the bill In
the judiclary committee of which he is
chairman. He studied thes laws of sev-
eral other states and incorporated the
best features of each one in the biIL"

The full text of tHe Forbes bill is
glven below. With the exception of
the portion which appears in blackface
type, it is identical with the law al-
ready on the statute books. The por-
tion in blackface is the total product
of the weeks of profound study and re-
search which Representative Forbes
gave to the subject.

Full Text of BWill

Following is the bill:

“"Section 1, That chapter 275 gen-
eral laws of Oregon of 1911 as
amended by section 1 of chapter 201,
general laws of Oregon of 1813, be
amended to read as follows:

ugection 1. Within 90 days after
taxes become delinguemat each year,
the tax ocollector shall send to each
person, firm or cOrporation shown im
the tax roll as owning real Or per.

on said real or persomal property and

owning such delinguent taxes,

“Four months after the date when
taxes charged against real prop-
erty are delinquent the tax collector
shall cause to be published once each
week for four successive weeks In
the newspaper Or NEeWSpapers selectey
by the county ceourt to publish county
court proceedings under the provisions
of section 2902 of Lord's Oregon
Laws, a notice stating a description
of the several parcels of real property
upon whirh taxes are delinquent, the
amount of taxes and the name of the
owner, if shown upon the tax roll,
and a statement that =ix months gfter
such taxes are delinguent, a tax cer-
tificate of delinquency will issue
therein, as provided by law, Such
natice shall be published for a price
! not exceeding the price prescribed by
d | section 2303 of Lord's Oregon Laws.

“The tax collector shall forthwith
cause to be posted a copy of the
printed notice in four public places
in his county for four weeks, com-
mencing four months after the dats
when such taxes become delinquent,
and shall file In the office of the

such notice, with a certificate in-
dorsed thereon setting forth that such
notice had been posted in four public
places in hia county, as hereinbefore
provided; provided, however, that in
counties of 100,000 or more inhabi-
tants the county ceurt of said coun-
ties, sitting for county business, ghall
cause sald delinquent tax list to be
published in two daily newspapers of
genera] circulation, which newspaperx
shall have a circulation of more than
