Wars in Northwest, Including Nez
Perce and Modoe, Included in List
Purnished ia BIIL

"Washington, March 21. — (WASH-
INGTON' BUREAU OF THE JOUR-
NAL,)—The Indian war veteran pen-
sion act, which was signed by Presi-
dent Wilson on March 4, realizes the
long-delayed hopes of survivors of
the Indian wars and their widows, on
terms much more liberal than at
one time seemed possible,

Survivors who make proof under
this act will recelve $20 a month and
widows $12 a month. Service for at
least 30 days must be shown in any
one of the campaigns and wars enum-
erated in the bill, within specified
days, and the pensioner must be at
least 62 years of age.

Among the campaigns enumerhted
{s the one_ "in soutnern Oregon and
northern parts of California and Ne-
vada from 1865 to 1868 iInclusive; the
Modoc war of 1872 and 1873, and the
Nez Perce war of 1877

Proof of service will be made from
war department or treasury depart-
ment records, where they exist, and
if not shown there, by “satisfactory
evidence from the muster rolls on file
in the several state or territorial
archivesa.”

Lack of a certificate of discharge
will not operats to prevent allowance
of pension, it is provided.

If any campaign named In the bill
is officially determined to have lasted
less than 280 days, service through
the entire campalgn of a lesser num-
ber o ays entitles to pensjomn.

All tracts made with pension at-
torneys and clalm aegents before pas-
sage of Lthe act are declared null and
void.

Mattress Rates in Dispute.

Washington, March 21.—Rates on
mattresses from the factory of the
Sealy Mattress company at Sugar
Land, Texas, are involved in a com-
plaint filed by that company with the
Interstate Commerce commission, on
ths graund that commodity rates
should be extended to Tigard, Or, to
S8an Franclisco and other far western
points. Becond class rates have beel
assessed on shipments to those points,
it is stated, while lower commodity
rates are in effect to the Mississippl
valley.

The casa of the Standard Oil ecom-
pany against the Northern Pacifie
and other carriers, involving the rate
on return of oi] drums from points in
Washington to Portland, has been set
for hearing before Examiner Flynn
of the Interstate Commerce commis-
sion at Portland on April 4.

Burean of Education Reporis,

Washington, March 21.—A compila-
tlon just made by ths Tnited States
bureau of education shows thers are
three states without normal schools
as geparats institutions, but these
three, Florida, Utah and Wyoming,
have normal departments (n connec-
tion with state universities. Three
other statea are not listed at all, Del-
aware, Nevada and Washington.

All the other states Ilisted have
more than one normal except Colo-
rado, lowa, Mississippl, Montana, Or-
egon and Rhode Island, which are
credited with one normal each, Jowa
also has over 100 teacher-training
high schools, a plan pursued in sev-
eral other states. New TYork, with
22 normal schools, heads the list,
Pennsylvania gsecond with 13, and
Massachusetts third with 12,

Alabama and Wisconsin each have
nine normals, and California is well
up in the list with elght Other
states than those pamed have from
two to seven {nstitutions deveoted to
the training of teachers.
