For ong thing,
‘tha ardinary poultry keeper wishes to
perpetuate hig flock, @ the raising
af young chickens reqires as muoch
land as the keeping of mature hens,
After she ig two years old, the best
lay¥ing davs of the average hen are
aver, and It usually pays to get rid of
her. This meang that half the flock

'\qwst be renewed each year, Binee as
many cockerels as pullets will he
_hatehed, and ‘2 certaln percentpge are
eertain to die, It is custemary to hatch
each year a few more chickens than
thera are hens In the flock. With =
flock of 25, for example, about 36
chickéns should be ralsed. The mama
space must be allowed for these as fory
the ldying hens. The gpokerelg are
consumed through the seasan, bheing
used either as Lrollers when they are
about three monthg old, 4s friers, or

Divide Yard in Twa.

Tt 18 onlsp most desirable as a ore-
ecautlon against discase to’ divide the
avallable areg Into two plats. On one
of these the chickens are allowed to
range while a green crop—wheat or
oats, for example—is being grown for
them on the other. The prellminary
turning under of the soil, the green
crap, end freedom fram chickens for a
period serve to prevent the land fram
becoming contaminated. |

Additional range, with the advantage
of a large gupply of insect feed for
the birds, may sometimes he abtalned
where a vegetable garden is main-
tained. At different times In the grow-
ing season there are aresas in the gar-
den which are either idla or occupiled
only by crops that the hens will not
touech, The birds, confined to these
with the ald of a portable fence, ben-
efit without Injury to the vegetables.

A White Leghorn laid an egg-welgh-
ing pnly one-half ounce, On the othar
hand, 8 White Plymouth Rock laid an
egg that weighed four ounces. In this
conngctien It Is Interesting to mnote
that the records made at the laylng
contest geem to prove conclusively
that heng are more likely to lay very
smal]l eggs or very large emges at and
during the height of the laylng sea-
son. It is & more or less common ba-
lief that abnormally small or la
eggs mark either the beginning or the
end of a hen's cluteh, but this theary
is no lgnger tenable The records show
that thess unusual eggs are more like-
ly to occur &t the time of heavy pro-
duction. Nelther the little egg8s there-
fare, nor the big ones, meang that a
hen has just started to lay or that
she has finished #nd is about to be-
come broody.

No Grits, No Eggs.

No grits, no shells: no shells, no
eggn, Feed plenty of grits. The di-
gestive apparatus of a chicken demands
them. Many of your pullets are proh-
ably laying If you are giving them the
right kind of ecare. The feeding is the
big element in governing the egg yield.
Proper attentlon should be given to the
1ime foods, meat scraps or meat scrap
substitutes and & good balanged ra-
tion of grains.

Watch your table scraps. Qften thesfr
o
the family flock. They nged sorfing.
Most foods containing acids, such as
oltrus frults, sauces, etec., serve onr
ta litter up the yard, and are ter
in the garbage bail than in the chi
feed. 0Old and musty thingas are worsu
than ugeless. They are harmful.

Crowding on the Roosts.

Hens sometimes crowd each other on
the roosts, q:uo-n to tha detriment of
thelr heslith. ' Tam Barron, the famous
English poultryman, obviates thig tend-
ency by building only short roosts in-
stead of lomg ones. He does not run
the roosts the full length of the
hauses, & dazen feet or more, hut rups

them eross-wise of the droppling
boards, go that each roost will accom-
m to only eight or nine hens. H.

E, Feirehild of Curtis Oaks, Sacramen-
ta, has solved the prablem in a dif-
ferent manner.

After placing & male bird in a pen,
where no male has been the eggs ie-
come fertile jn two or three days, and
after remaving the male from the pen
the eggs remain fertile for about 20
days,

The male and female are equally re-
sponsible for the fertility of eggs. Past
racords of the Missour! contest show
36,468 eggs ingubated, of which 7240
were infertile. This |s practically 20
per cent, leaving 50 per cent fertility,
so If we were asked what wag an av-
erage fertility, we would say 80 per
cent, or 12 out of each sitting of 15.
Hatehing is another question.

A further study reveals the fact that
the per cent of fertility wvaries with
different seasons. The percentages for
the first six monthg of ths year are,
as follows: January, 62 per cent; Feb-
ruary, ;5 per cent; March, 82 per cent:
April, 85 per cent; May, §3 per cent;
June, 75 per cent.

The length of time the eggs arn
kept is an important factor which
should be eonsidered. Under ordinary
conditions there seems to be little or
no fertility lost during the firsy ten
days. '

Fertility is desirable In eggs forl
hatching, but undesriable in eggo for1
food. If a fertile egg is incubated for
12 hours the germ begina to develoo,,
then if the egg Is cocled and kepi cold
for three or more days, the germ dles |
and cannot be hatched and the dead |
germ is the center or begining of de- |
composition. Thus it will be seen that
fertile eggs after the incubation sea-‘
son is over have all to lose ang noth- |
ing to gain. -“Swat the rooster” on
May 19 and market infertile eggs dur-|
ing the summer, which will insure
greater profits to both producer and|
dealer and gives the consumer beuerl

eggs.

Valuable males should be penned
with a few females but infortils es
should be produced from the flec
Iggs durlng the summer should be
kept In & cool place and marketed
often,

Some Rules as to |
Buying Baby Chicks

The beginner In the poultry busl-
ness can make a fatal mistake by
getting the wrong kind of foundation
stock and this is a mistake that may
be avoided by the right kind of pre-
cautions J. E. Dougherty, writing
on the subject In the Indianapolis
Star, farm section, concludes with the
following under the head of "Buying
Rules.”

It behooves the purchaser of dal’-
old chicks to make certain that his
chicks are the offspring of flocks ot
healthy, hardy breeding stock. Buying |
poultry is like buying anvthing else. |

If ane |5 to he certain of getting
just what he wants, one must go
either to & reliable dealer and clearly
set forth one's needs so that the dealer|
cannot make any mis e and then|
be willing to pay the pricg of stock)
titting specifications, or one must|
know enough about pouliry to pe’
able accurately to judge the kind of
stock that is being secured. Purchas-
ing day-old chicks by mail without a
reiiable guarantee behind them, based
on tha reputation of a known, ex orl-i
enced pouliryman or without making
& careful Investigation of the stock
and ablility of the seller, is taking a
long chance.

Undoubtedly a goodly percentage ot
the chick business will _be handied by
breeders who sell day-old. chicks in
connectfon with the sale of hatching
eggs and high-class adult breeding
staock, If one wishes to secure chlclu
from a certain variety ¢f stock havin

Storing Eggs by the
Waterglass Method

Eggs which are ta he put up for |
winter use should be fresh ang clean [
Do not use gdirty eggs that have to he!
washed as washing destroys the thin
1aver of skin that 1- around each egg.'
Thisg skin helps ta keep the egg fresh,
therefore, it {s necessary to take good,
fresh eggs from clean nests. Dg not'
use cracked eggs. They w!ll Mot keep
and wlll spoil the rest of the eggs.
The eggs should be put In the water-
glass the day they are layed if pos-
sible and not later than the next day.

The materials needed for putting up
eggs arg earthenware crocks with cov-
ers and waterglass. Wooden barrels or:
kegs may be used in place of the earth-
enware crock. The waterglass cap be
purchased from any drug store and some
grocery stores for gbput 76 cents to
$1 per gallon.~QOng gallon will be
enough for 30 dozen eggs. E

Directions — Clean out barrel ar!
crock thoroughly with hot water. The
preserving solution is made by adding
one part of waterglass ta elght or ten
parts of water which has been bolled
andg cooled. Enough solution should be
prepared to half fill the crock. Place
the eggs in the sclution carefully to!
keap them from cracking.

It |s not necessary to put all the eggy
in the solution the same day. They
may be added each,day as they are
layed.

When the eggs are all packed cover
the grock or barrel ag tightly as pos-
=ible to avold evaporation and store
it in a cool dark place. Preferably in
tha cellar.

The tota] cost for putting up egss
should not exceed 3% cepts per dozen.
