Loonden, July 28.—(I. N. 8.)—Women
are fighting women on the battle front
in the East. This news romes from
Petrograd in dispatcheg which state
that when Vera Botchkoreva's “Legion
of Death” entered its first action last
Wednesday, it found that German
women were fighting side by side with
the men in the hostile trenches. A
number of these Amasons were cap-
tured,

Of the original 200 Russian women
in the “Command of Death” only 50 are
left. The commander, Mme. Botchko-
reva, and her chief alde, Maria Skrdy-
loff, daughter of the former minister
of marine, are both wounded. Twenty
were killed, eight captured and the rest
are wounded,

Men's Treason Caused Losses

This battla of women forms ong of
the most picturesque phases of the
war, and the honors and success of the
Russian women fighters is accepted in
Petrograd as proof that women are as
valuable on the battle line as men. In-
deed, the heavy losses of the little con-
tingent were due to the treason of the
male soldlers, who deserted from sup-
porting trenches, leaving the women to
face the Germans alone,

The Russian women's battalion un-
derwent the greatest hardships, not
only In the actual fighting, but on
thelr way to the front, according to
stories told by wounded girls who
have been brought back from the
fighting llnes to be placed in hospi-
tals, Thelr herolsm under fire was
wonderful, Their dash and fearleas-
ness under fjre make a new chaDter
of the war.

Nootyg and'Jeers Meet Girls

The girls were sent to the front,
after they had demanded from Pre-
mier Kerensky that they be allowed
to fimht, in long trains of stripped
coaches. Wooden bunks had been

placed along the whils., The journev
was long and tiresome. Word of the
women soldiers’ coming had preceded
them and they were greeted by jeer-
ing and hooting crowds at every sta-
tion along the route

The girls had their answers ready
to the cries of the station crowda.

“What do you think you're going to
do?" the jeers would go. "Why are
vou fighting?™*

Back would come the answer hot
with =corn:

Men Are Called Cowards

“Because you men are afrald to
fight. All Russlans are not cowards.”

The women were sent (o a camp
back of the llnes on the northern front.
On their arrival there they were
hooted by the male soldiers. It was
plain that the men had no idea the
women really expected to fight. It
was only after & band of male aoldiers
had been drivem from the women's
quarters at the point of the bayocnet
that they changed their views.

The girls drilled every day, rain or
shine, and bathed in & river near the
camp.

Members of All Btationg

Then came weary days of waiting.
The commander would not let the
girls go to the front. It was only
after great Influence had been used
that the order sendlng them to the
trenches was glven.

The women of the “Legion of
Death” came from every branch and
class of sogiety. University students,
girls from some of the most neted
familles of Russia, professional
women and peasants all were included
in the membership.

“All we wanted was to help save
the fatherland,” sald a wounded girl.
“Women have as much place at the
front as men. It is our country,
too."”

“Therefore, no one has the vested
right, by himself or by attorney, to
urge by argument or pleading, hls ‘in-
dividual case upon you. You should
rigidly exclude attorneys—ordinarily
you should act on affidavits. If you
desire more Information you may pro-
ceed to get It. But no claimant has
the right to submit other proof than
that called for by regulations or than
that you may call for."
