Sir: In the present emergency it is absolutely necessary that the country’s resources be
ysed to full advantage to aid in carrying on the war. This requires that all unnecessary serv-
ices shall be eliminated in retail trade as well as in other lines of business.
Economy Board has made a careful investigation of "the economies that are possible in the
This shows that a large number of men and vehicles can be
released for military or other service that is essential to the welfare of the country.
The Board points out, therefore, that delivery service in retail stores can be very sub-
stantially reduced immediately by restricting the free delivery of small purchases by elimi-
nating special deliveries, and by other means. Not more than one delivery a day should be
The Board urges, furthermore, that the acceptance of returned goods be reduced to an
absolute minimum and that all non-essential operations in each store be eliminated.
There is such urgent need for men and equipment in other work that the country cannot
endure the waste that is occasioned by the abuse of the return goods privilege and accommo-
dation deliveries of small purchases.
We trust that we may have the co-operation of your association in making these correc-
tions immediately effective. These changes should be introduced as early as practicable, cer-
tainly not later than August 1, 1917. The Board will use every resource at its command,
including the co-operation of the State Councils of Defense, to assist in making these changes
