Irrespective of the decision that
may be given by the public service
commission on the application of the
Portland Raliway, Light & Power com-
pany to increase fares to € cents, ths
carmen's union expects that its de-
mands for increased wages will be
met by October 1. b '

This was the statement Thursday
by a union officizl. No ultimatum
to the effect that the increase must
be made has been given, according to
thia official, who says instead that ™a
tentative understanding” has beca
reached between officlals of the com-~
pany and the union's heads.

The same official furthermore sald
the unlon men and President Griffith
of the company had held a series of
meetings last week in which the com-
pany head was agaip reminded of the
date when higher wages are expected.

No hint of what the carmen wouid
do should the company fall to m3et
the demands was given, but the union
official denifed that a strike would.be
called immediately.
