[IHURCHES ARE DOING
THER BITIN FOOD
CONSERVATION  PLAN

Many Meatless, Wheatless and
Wasteless Days Are Reported
by Local Committeemen.

Complying with the request of the
National food conservation committee,
urging the pastors of all churches to
appoint a church conservation commit-
tee to assist in the administration’s
food conservation program, Rev. John
E. Nelson, of the Anabel Presbyterian
church, the latter part of October
named -the following committee, which
has worked untiringly at the task of
having the members of the congrega-
tlon make reports to the government
each week: Ellton ; Shaw, chairman,
Miss Rhodes and Miss McKitrick. The
first week In November 56 wheatless,
187 meatless and 228 wasteless meals
were reported. The committee set as a
goal at the beginning 5§00 wasteless
meals. The first week in December 253
wheatless, 441 meatiess, and 539 waste-
less meals were reported.

The greatest gain in the average
number of meals reported per family
is in the use of other bread than that
made of white flour. The average
number of meals per family, without
wheat, having increased from five in the
firs® report to 10 In the last .

Gains have also been made in the
number of meatless meals reported.
The number of meals at which anything
has been wasted is almost nothing. The
reports will be continued through the
month of December.
