Henry Hadley's opera, “Azora,”” was
given its world premlere In Chicago re-
cently, the composer conducting. Mu-
slcally, the opera was a gratifying suc-
cess, a valuable addition to  operatic
literature; but as a drama, as & Spec-
tacle, it was much less satisfactory, says
Musical America. Sung entirely by
American artists, dealing with an Amer-
ican theme, to a libretto by an American
—David Stevens—in the English lan-
guage, with music by an American com-
poser, the opera is distinctively of this
rountry. The concerted numbers were
musical delights; for instance, the trio
in act 11, “I Offer Her the World,"” and
the quintet and the final ensemble num-
ber in act J1I. The best musical writing
in the score was given to Azora, and
Anna Fitziu rogse to the music, singing
the melodious lines with fervor and
beautiful tone, her higher notes soaring
out clear and beautiful. The fire sonp,
‘Now Fades In the Opal Sky,” and the
other soprano ariag, “Should Xalca Die,"”
were the high points in the solo writing,
and Anna Fitziu made the most of her
opportunities with them. The dances in
the first act weres well performed hy
Annetta Pelucchl (very scantily clad)
and the ballet, and the orchestra accom-
raniment was a stirring bit of harmoniec
beauty. Hadley's themes throughout are
exquisite, and if the work had more ac-
tion and a better text it would, with the
splendid musical basis given it by the
composer, be a great opera.
