" HINTS FOR CITY FARMER l

Edited by M. N. D.

“It isn't what you earn but what you
save,” says the old thrift maxim and
when you apply the idea to your war
garden the result is, “It isn't the breadth
of the area you plant that counts but
what you .produce.”

We look at the Italilan and Japansso
truck gardeners and wonder how in the
world they produce such crops of rad-
ishes, cabbages, onlons and other vege-
tables from their limited acres.

Their secret is that, while they work
the land double shift they feed the soil.
They put back the essential elements
that plant growth removes—the humus,
nitrogen and potash. They do not mine
the soll, as so many of our American
farmers do, taking away year after year
and putting nothing back.

1f our war gardens are going to work

for the government they have got to
deliver the goods. A little space will

e ———
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—that “garden
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needs sweetening. This is especially
true of lots that have not been much
used or that have been in sod. The
ground will .be mossy and heavy.
such instances a pound of lime to =&
space of 10 feet by 3 will help greatly.
One expert advises 10 pounds of -lime for
a space 30 by 40 feet. It should be
acattereds

over the soil and

lightly

worked In with plowing, disking and
other cultivation. Wood ashes help
heavy soil by making it lighter and
easler to work.,. Hardwood ashes, es-
pecially, add very necesary fertilising
element, potash. Clay will be found
more workable after an admixture of
sand. Do not overlook the importance
of keeping the sofl through cultivation
opened up to light and air, for that is
the best of all methods of making the
plant food in the soil avallable to the
rootlets sent out by the vegetables.

Fertilizer Increases Production

The best of all manures for the gar-
den is rich, well rotted, barnyard ma-
nure. Spread it over the surface and,
if possible disk it in. Oftentimes this
kind of manure s not avallable to
people living within the city, but it is
worth lgoking for. Poultry droppings
wil foree vegetables even more than the
m highly intensified commercial fer-
but it must be mixed in thor-
oughly with the soil. Remarkable re-
sults are often secured through using
nitrate of soda. Profesor A. G. Bouguet
in & recent bulletin from Oregon Agri-
cultural college, says: ‘“Nitrate of soda
is valuable stimulant for all vegetables
and is particularly useful for Ilettuce,
cabbage, cauliflower, onions, celery and
plants grown for their leafy parts. The
normal application of this fertilizer is
at the rate of about one pound to the
square rod, In a good many cases,
however, it is more economical to apply
the nitrate directly to the hills or In-
dividual plants in the row, using from
one-half to one ounce to each plant.
No. nitrate should be allowed to stand
on the leaves of the plants, as burning
w!ll result.”

Those who have special questions to
ask concerning fertilization of the soll
should address théir queries to the
Garden Editer of The Journal. Your
seed store will carry good brands of
commercial fertilizer. Fertilization of
the sofl for this summer must be
done as promptly as posible. It is one
of the essential preliminaries to success.
