Like
most of the other famous ‘“pative
son" boxers, Campl first saw the
light of day In ths region known
as “south of the slot,” and was a
resident of that section until the
great fire of 1506 caused his pa-
rents to move to the Mission dis-
trict. He was of Irish-French na-
tionality.

When Camp! started out as a
boxer In 1908 he weighed in the
neighborhood of 100 pounds. For
several years he was under the care
and tutelage of Moose Taussig, the
well known trainer. On two occa-
mlons Camp] fought for the bantam-
welght champlonship of the world
with Kid Willilams, while under the
management of Tim McGrath.

Ha was one of tha cleverest box-
ers that ever entered a ring. When
he was In the Northwest last year
he defeated Lee Johnson, Billy Mas-
cot and Eddie Pinkman.

¥ddie will long be remembered as
one of the greatest boxers that the
lant decade has produced. A per-
fect gentleman, he was a credit to
the game that afforfed him a means
of livelihood.

During hils caresr he won a 20
round decision from Frankis Burns,
the Easterner, but lost 20 round
fights to Kid Willlams and Peate
Herman, present champion, meeting
the latter in New Orleans. He is as
well known' In the East as the West
And was a favorite around New York
and Philadelphia.
