BOLSHEVIK]I MAY CALL
FOR AID FROM BERLIN

Stockholm, June 21.—(U. P.)—Devel-
opments in Biberia are intensely serious
for the Bolshevikl. It is impossible to
glean from reports now avallable
whether the movement there Is counter
revolutionary, but it fa most likely that
the Boclalist revolutionists of the right
are dominating I(t.

M. Bchusiansky, president of the Si-
berlan Soviets, recently wrote to Pre-
mier Lenine, Indicating that all groups
of Biberia., including part of the Baol-
sheviki, were likely to continue te fight
German penetration. He declared that
possible inroads |p Siberia would necesg-
' sitale abrogation of the Brest-Litovsk
peaces pact. Congluding, he sald:

“Bliberia will be forcad to accept this
viewpaint, in defense pf its Interests and
will enter an agreement with the Ameri-
cans, which would lead to expected con-

sequences; namely, loans and trade
* treatles."”
This letter never has been made
publie.

Lenine and his Moscow crowd are
likely to resort to a final desperate move
to gave themselves—calling in the Ger-
mans against the democratic and pro-
ally factions. They would term this a
part of the necessary policy of compro-
mise while awgiting a world revolution.
This the disselution of the Bolshevikl
is proceeding rapldly.

During the 10 years which have inter-
vened since he disposed of his lumber
holdings, Mr. Benson has given freely
of his time and money for the common
good. He has been a leader of the good
roads movement in Oregon; his inter-
est in his fellow citizena induced him to
purchase and dedicate to the public sev-
eral tracts of land adjoining the Colum-
bia river highway and included in what
is now knowi as Benson park; this same
publie spirit was manifested in the erec-
tion of the 20 bronze drinking fountains
in the business district.

The same geniine support has been
accorded wvarlous wartime demands for
finaneial subseription by Mr. Benson,
and with National War Savings Pledge
day a week away., Mr. Benson's ex-
ample of providing himself and the
maembers of his family with the limit
of these securities {s worthy of emula-
tlon by all in proportion to their in-
comes.

Portland Made Division Center;
Orgafization Meeting at
. Seattle June 24,

Organization of the Northwest zone of
the war Industries beard, of which Beat-
tle has finally beer, assured as the cen-
ter, will be perfected at a meeting te be
held In that city on June 24, according
to & eommunication recelved today by
W. D. B. Dodson, executive secretary of
the amber of Commerce. Portland's
relation to the board will be that of a di-
vision center,

Plans made by the chamber provide
that President H. I, Corbett and W. H.
Crawford, directer of the Oregon devel-
opment bureau, shall attend the Seattle
meeting to take part In the organization
of the zone system work for the Narth-
west. Other division centers to be rep-
resanted are Boise, Walla Walla, Hel-
ena, Butte, Great Falls, Bpokane, Ta-
coma and Seattle. States included in the
Northwest sone ars Idaho, Montana,
Oregon and Washington.

The Northwest zone will be repre-
sented on the war industries board at
Washington as one of 20 similar units.
An executive committee contemplated
will be composed of a reppesentative
from each division center and each di-
vison center will build its own execu-
five committee and elect its own chair-
man. Portland, according to an outline
of plans submitted to Mr. Dodson, will
be on a par with aother division centers
in the Northwest and will he equally rep-
resented with Beattla in the government
of the business of the zone,

Recent communications from Robert
Dougan., the Portland chamber's repre-
sentative at Washington, declare that the
zone system of the war industries board
will not alter the present organlzation
of the quarter master general's office,
which maintains a purchasing and gen-
eral office In Portland, and that the of-
fice will remain here to do the business
it has been doing in the past. -
