SUFFERS SERIOUS FIRE

tric motor that ran the sawdust molor
and is believed due to elther an over-
heated motor or overheated shafting.
The fire did not burn any of the mill,

but burned the foundation under the
mill. The greatest damage i3 8sald to
have been done by water,

The milk is built on a sand fill. and
when the firemen turned on the water
they washed th2 sand away. The smoke
from the sawdust fire underneath the

mill was so dense that firemen found it |

necessary to cut holes in the roof to let
the smoke out so they could work. Fire
Marshal Grenfell said this morning that
the floor of the mill was badly sagged
and this would prevent part of the mill
from operating. It will be necessary Lo
tnke up the flooring and put in a new
foundation. according to the fire mar-
shal.
