BUY-AT-HOME PLAN URGED

Local Business Man Points Out
Loss to the City of Millions of
Dollars in Outside Purchases.

"What a clapping of hands and great
round of hurrahs there would be heard
in Portiland and throughout the state,”
exclaims Charleas Coopey, "If the newspa-
pers of this city were to announce that
John D. Rockefeller was ahout to expend
$20,000,000 in developing the industries
of this city and commonwealth, and that

from 40 to 80 por cent of this vast sum
would be pald for Inbor. And what
would be said if this staternent were to
be supplemented by a second announce-
ment to the effect that a like amount
would be Invested here each succeeding
year, and that men and women were to
receive the major portion of the money
in exchange for their toil?

*“Men would be stopping and congratu-
lating each other, and praises of the in-
veators would be on every tongue.

Consumer Falls to Recognize Power-

“And what would the consumer say If
told he was one of the many great em-
ployers of labor? ‘That by the dictum
of himself and his kind enormous pay-
rolls could be created, all men and women

|
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have work and his community made
prosperous? If confronted by the state-
ment that he and his neighbors posessed
sufficient capital to finance many Im-
portant industries, requiring large in-
vestment, what would be the response of
the average consumer? He probably
would doubt the correctness of the state-
ment though, as a matter of fact, he
and his ke are the indirect employers
‘of thousands upon thousands of work- |
ers. But, unfortunately, the men and
women who are toiling to supply their
wants are not located in Portland. They
do not dwell in Oregon.
"Few are employed on the Pacific
coast. Their factories and workshops
are located in St. Louls, Kansas City,
Chicago or some other faraway city or
town, and they are buying their clothing
from the clothiers of their own vicinity,
their hardware likewise, their groceries
and provisions from their local mer-
chants, and are taking no interest in
Portland or Oregon, their indirect em-
ployer. In fact they have no thought
that it is our money that comes to them
through the medium of the factory man-
agement having charge of and directing
their work. They Imagine that it is only
the boss to whom they are indebted for
thelr salaries, forgetting that tife money
in possession of that gentlemen comes
from the purses of Portlanders and Ore-
gonians, because our people are buyers
of their products to the exclusion of
those of our own factories.

He Has the Evidence
"“To prove the truth of these assertions
let us take men's speetal order clothes,
both civilian and uniform. We have it
from excellent authority that Chicago
annually does a business in men’s spe-
clal order clothes amounting from $25,000,-
000 to $30,000,000, and that at least 15
per cent of this-gigantic sum goes to
these tailors from the Pacific coast.
These figures do not Include the ready
made clothing trade.
‘““The coast, therefore, is contributing
from §6,000,000 to $8.000.000 to the pay-
rolls of the east and south in this one
commodity, and Oregon, especially Port-
land, is doing its full share in supplying
the mazuma, Add to this ready made
clothing, foodstuffs, kitchen necessitles,
laundry soaps, ete., and our people, with-
out a murmur, contribute the cash to
keep in motion thousands of factory
wheels and tens of thousands of busy
hands—but not in Portland or Oregon.
And what Is the aggregate of moneys
spent by Oregoniane for forelgn made
goods of the wvarious kinds consumed?
Probably $50,000,000 a year, about half
of which goes to labor—to pay workers
of other regions.”

Portlanders Thotghtlen
Mr. Coopey I8 right. He Is correct in
saying that no other people do things as
we do them. Almost any Indictment

would stick.
In California merchants strenuously
press the sale of Californla factory prod-
ucts, In many localitles they refuse to
traffic In anything made outside the
state If a like article of equal merit is
made within [t. They say to their cus-
tomers, “We do not sell the (foreign
made) Btuff, but a better article, made
here in California.” 8Such merchants in-
crease the payrolls of thelr local fac-
tories, and those there employed become
patrons of the stores which sell the work-
ers their clothing. provisions and other
supplles. The merchant s therefore
creating a larger business for himself,
and that means he is doing likewise for
others, for he does not bury his profits
in the ground nor hide them away In
vaults. They in turn circulate among
his fellows, partly going to other mer-
chants as the profits of other merchants
go to him. All such money keeps float-
ing around and around, today in one
man's hands, tomorrow in another's, but
as Seattle emphatically declares, *the
dollar which goes out of town to pay for
goods manufactured elsewheré, it's good-
bye Mary!"

Thousands of Veterans Expected
to Carry Souvenirs and Stories
of Portland Back to Homes.

‘
It is predicted that 35,000 to 40,000
Grand Army men, many of them ac-
companied by their wives, will be In
Portland from August 13 to 19, inclu-
sive, attending the national encamp-
ment of that body. They will come
from all parts of the United States and
Canada and Mexico., where some are

now residing, and will be splendidly en-
tertained. The old veterans will be so
well cared for that a good impression
of Portland will be created in their
hearts, and they very naturally will
want to carry away with them—at least
many of them will—one or more souve-
nirs of the city by which the kindness
of their -eptertainers will be remem-
bered.

It is for this reason that A. G. Clark,
manager of the Home Industry league
of the Chamber pf Commerce, is sollcit-
ing manufacture and merchants to
unite thelr interests In making window
displays of Portland manufactures, to
the end that the old soldiers may first
have opportunity to see for themselves
that we are not only not destitute of
factories, but that we have hundreds
of them and that they are exceedingly
diversified in their productions, and
that the visitors may select from these
such articles as they may wish to take
home with them.

“Such an exhibition of our resources
would be a magnificent advertisement
for the factoriea of the city,” Mr. Clark
declares. "It would spread the fame
of our industries over a vast area of
country, because each possessor of a
souvenir would, of course, explain to
friends and acquaintances where It was
procured, and this would lead to a dis-
cussion of the city and its mills, fac-
tories and general productions. The ex-
hibits would secure for the manufac-
turers publieity money could not buy,
and be the means of attracting the at-
tention of thousands to Portland who
would likely never hear of the city in
any other way.”

Mr. Clark has been assured of the co-
operation of the big department stores,
and hopes to get all classes of mer-
chants interested in the project.

To make the scheme a success, how-
ever, the manufacturers must help,
says Mr. Clark. They must close their
minds to the interests of their wallets.
If it be necessary to sacrifice to make
the displays, then sacrifice let it be.

Firm Moves Into
Larger Quarters

The National Vault company, manu-
facturers of & steel reinforced cement
burial wvault, has abandoned rented
quarters and procured a building of its
own at East Ninety-eighth street and
Foster road. There the company is
producing these receptacles on a large-
er scale than eaver, the demand for them,
as they become known. being continually
on the increase.

They are termed by their originators
“Individual mausoleums,” and this, in
fact, ia what they are. They are vaults
constructed of concrete reinforced with
steel, are water and air tight, and take
the place of the casket heretofore gen-
erally employed in disposal of the hu-
man body. The advantage of the con-
crete vault is that it never rusts out or
decays, nor ls it possible for roots of
trees or vegetation to penetrate it
Sunken graves are not possible if the
concrete vault is used, and, as moisture
does not penetrate it, the interned body
is Indefinitely preserved.

The wire basket and its contents is then
lifted into another compartment, requir-
ing two or three seconds’ time, the pro-
cess is repeated, then cutlery and dishes
are rinsed In bolling hot water, if that
temperature be desired, the basket lifteqd
out and the heat dries its contents. The
entire operation of washing the dishes
for an ordinary family need not require
more than five minutes. In hotels, res-
taurants or lumber camps, the .washer
will do the work of three or four indi-
viduals, and in & much more sanitary
manner. The family size is not now on
the market, Messrs. Tupper & Starr, at
their factory, 312 Second street, devot-
ing all thelr energies to supplying the
demand for the larger and more expen-
sive sizes.
