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The best way for the clty poultry
keeper to procure hens is to purchase
them in the fall. An effort should be
made to obtain pullets rather than older

hens, and the pullets selected should be
well matured, so that they will begin
to lay before cold weather,

Evidence of the maturity of pullets
are the developement and red color of

are good for the breed or variety. Hens
will lay little or no eggs during the
fall and early winter while they are

iting. Well-matured pullets, however,

so that an immediate return is realized
trom the investment.

Advice Helps Inexperiemced

When pullets are to be purchased it
is well If possible to go to some farmer
or poultrymam who may be known to
the prospective purchaser. It some cases
it may pay to make arrangements with
the farmer to ralse the desired number
of pullets at an agreed price. Where the
héussholder does not have an dpportun-
ity to go Into the country for his pullets,
he can often pick them out amoung the
live poultry shipped into the city to be
marketed. —

The advice of some one who knows
poultry should be sought to make sure
that pullets or young hens are ob-
tained and that the stock is healthy.
Often local poultry assoclations are glad
to. help thes prospective poultry keeper
to get stock by putting him in communi-
catlon with some of its members having
stock for sale. Sometimes boards of
trades or chambers cofmmerce , are
glad to help bring together the prospec-
\tive purchaser and the poultry raiser.

Kind of Fowls to Kesp

Householders ususally desire not only
eggs for the table and for cooking, but
also an occasional chicken to e¢at. For
this reason dne of the genefal-purpose
breeds, such as the PlymouthsRock, Wy~
andotte, Rhode Jsland Red, or Orping-|—
ton, is preferable to the smaller egg
breads, such as the Leghorns. Not only
do the mature fowls of these breeds, be-
cause of their larger size, make better
table fowls than the Leghorns, but the
