INCOME TAX BILL
1S WIDE IN SCOPE

Measure Most Far Reaching of
Any Similar Bill Submitted
to Oregon Legislature.

Salem, Feb. 12.—Incomes of every
description are included in a new in-
come tax bill which found its way into
the house Wednesday evening under the
label of the house commitiee on assess-
ment and taxation. Rentals, dividends,
interest, insurance, profits from busli-
ness venlures, royalties, wages, salaries,
inheritances and all other forms of in-
comes are included in what Is regardasd

as the most comprehensive and far
reaching measure of its kind ever of-
fered up to the consideration of an
Oregon Ieglslature.

The rates of taxation upon incomes
under the provisions of this bill would
be graduated from one per cent on
amounts up to $1000 with one half per
cent added for each additional $1000 up
to slx per cent for amounts over $10,000.

Hanley's Measure
On Irrigation Gets
Some Hard Knocks

Salem, Feb. 13.—Bjill Hanley’s meas-
ure, senate bill 222, had a hard time be-
fore the irrigation committee of the sen-
ate Wednesday night, and judging from
the expressions of various members of
the committee, will

Under the Hanley bill, should it be-
come a law, Mr. Hanley, who owns some
6000 acres of land in the Harney wvalley,
would dictate whether any Irrigation
district could be formed that would
Lring his land within the boundaries of
the district. Mr. Hanley Iyl never been
very enthusiaslic about cutting Harney
valley up into small holdings or the crea-
tion of any irrigation district that would
Interfere with his holdings there.

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MEET $2500,000

Ways and Means. Committee

Agrees on Tentative Expend-
itures of $7,378,485.

Salem. Feb. 13.—Meeting in executive
sessilon Wedneaday night, the joint ways
and means committes completed the
work of tertatively passing on the
state budget.

Appropriations aggregating approxi-
mately $7,378,485 have been approved.

The ocdmmittee has $7,.870.580 to spend,
according to the amount uf state rev-
enue in sight. _The difference between
the visible revehues and the budget ap-
propriations is §492,085.

This $492,095 is the approximate
amount the committee has available to
take care of a host of miscellaneous ap-
propriation bills which will aggregate
approximately $2,500,000,

It will be seen that the committee
=till has a big job on hand. If :ihe
committes takes care of the state in-
gtitutions, the departments and the
regular and pressing state functions,
and sti]ll remalins within the six per

cent tax limitation, there will be occa-
sion for congratulation for the efficlent
work performed by the committee,
Put in Long Hours

Night after night the committée has been
in session for long hours and the com-
mittee’'s work has been marked by an
evident desire to do the very best for
aill the interests of the state.

Wednesday night the committee
passed on the budget for the gstate
penitentlary which was allowed $292 732,
This is & cut from §334,622, which was
the to'al amount requested by Warden
Stevens In a revised budget estimate.
The warden asked for §291,840 for
salariea and maintenance. That figure
was cut to $250,000, which is an in-
crease over the appropriation for the
last biennium.

The state industrial school for girls
was allowed $398,208, a cut from $52,830,

Representative Kubli resurrected the
ftem for taking care of the exhibit of
Oregon products in Portland, which had
been previously cut out by the commit-
tee. IHe secured the committee's ap-
proval of an apropriation of $10.000
for that purpose, while $15,157 was re-
quested. An appropriation of §24.,500
was allowed two years ago.
