. Washington, Feb. 21.—The navy de-
partment announced Thursday the ar-
reast of Lieutenant J. B. Ellert of Ad-
Iniral Fisher's staff, in connection with

the investigation of graft scandals in
the Third naval district. Ellert was the
detall officer for personnel in the office
of Rear Admiral Fisher and necessarily
could exercise a very large degree of
influence both in making assignments
and In securing them.

The graft charges in the Third ndval
distriet center about alleged taking of
bribes by certaln officers in return for
assigning enlisted men to “soft senaps"
and jobs whieh would save them from
undergoing the hazard of the submarine
zone during the war. It developed here
today that Ellert was the first man to
be arrested following investigation of
the scandal by Major John Muir, marine
corps, sent to, New York by Secretary
of Navy Danlels following exposures
made in the courtmartial of Lieutenant
Benjamin Davis, medical corps.

Ellert is accused of receiving bribes
and Is held In arrest for court martial.
