Visitors to the Hot Lake sanatorium
during the past six years will scarcely
have falled to get to know Japanese
“George,"” porter and attendant, whose
many American friends in the Paciflc
Northwest will be interested to know
how he has been married to a *picture
bride.”
15 YEARS IN AMERICA

Sakujl, or to give him his acquired
American name of George, wali born in
Japan 35 years ago. His father was a
fairly prosperous farmer, growing rice
on his terraced acres. George niu. the
eldest son of the family, who mbered
two boys and two girls. He attended
high school for slx years and in 1504
came lo America, landigg at San Fran-
ciseo. After working at various jobs In
Caiifornia he came to Hot Lake some
six years ago and has been a trusted
employe at the sanitorium ever since.

His father died a few years ago and
George as the eldest son according to
Japaness law iInherited the home and
acreage in Japan, subject to his provid-
ing & permanent home for his aged re-
maining parent. His mother and young-
er brother live on the farm and enjoy
the profits accruing from the rice crops
which industrious Japanese laborers har-
eye of the
widow, the younger son baing still at
high school studying for a business
career. In betwesn times of sowing and
harvesting, the Japanese mother visited
around, much, I suppose, as do Amer-
fcan mothers, but she had a very dis-
tinct purpose In her visitings now. She
was looking for a wife for her eldest
son. <
CHEERY BLOSSOM TIME

A dozen miles from the Izukawa
homestead she saw a pretty siant-eyed
maiden in the cherry orchard of her
George told me it occurred this

bloom and his mother saw little Chiyo
in the midst of a bevy of Japanese girls
celebrating the cherry blossom festival
in their own Japanese manner. With
a reasoning Instinct, we of tha Oeccident
know little or nothing of, the whlowed
mother then and there made up her mind
that Chiyo was the only girl for her son
over in the great United States, who
must, according to Japaness law, marry
only a girl chosen by his mother to
become the head of the house and to
perpetuate the family name during the
next generation. Curiously and very ap-
propriately the literal translation of the
name Chiyo is "“a thousand agea of
longevity.” A visit to Chiyo's father
and mother followed, during which
George's mother asked foy Chiyo to be
given her for her eldest son. The girl's
parents remembered George as a young
féllow just left school setting out to go
to America, and as travel abroad is con-
sidered by the Japanese a step up the
social ladder the absence of the groom
eleot was not detrimental to the success
of his suit.

BRIDE NOT CONSULTED

In all such casss the bride to be is not
consulted, though Chiyo was permitted
to see a photograph of her future hus-
band which was taken in this country.
The outcome of the visitation was that
Chiyo must leave her own home and go
live with George's mother to learn her
housekeeping, and to take care of the
aging widowed mother of her absent
hushand. George never has seen his lit-
tle wife, and in answer to my query,
said that no Japanese boy would ever

The decorative design
worked in gold thread and seen worn
on the left sleeve of the coat is the
family crest, only the eldest son. and
his wife being entitled to wear the
insignia. As previously mentioned the
