tlons grven during the past week at the
twenty-thir- d annual meeting of the Ore-
gon State Dental association, when Dr.
Maude M. Tanner, one of Portland's
prominent women dentists, attracted
much attention with hor r!tnl Aetmnn- -
st rating her latest invention known as
the Tanner post. This new post which
is made of gold, has been worked out
to reinforce porcelain restorations and
broken down teeth where formerly gold
and cement were used : for minimizing
and strengthening restorations, the
porcelain of itself not being strong
enough to meet all the requirements of
biting and mastication. The main fea-
ture of the post if a loop or eye' like a
needle through Which the porcelain is
threaded, thus clinching it and making
it doubly strong. The clinic was given
with the aid of a UtUe boy.
whose four upper front teeth, having d
cayed. had been thus built up. ' -

Dr. Tanner also displayed her adjust-
able paper cap and apron, which ia so
fashioned that it can be made Into a
cap. apron, bib, head rest cover, surgical
table cover or hand towel, and can
further be utilized work in
hospitals, Pullman chair cars, barber
shops and for caps and aprons for nurse-
maids and waitresses, in fact,, its uses
seem innumerable. The principal claims
for the device is that it Is individual,
sanitary and economical.

That education is the first requisite
in Improving the health and conditions
of the mouth, is the belief of Dr. Tan
ner and to that end she is engaged in
the writing of five books on mouth hy-
giene, the first two of which have: al-
ready been published. "The Mouth and
Teeth for the upper grammar and
junior high school grades, and "Billy
Forget-me-no- t" for v the second and
third grades. Of this latter book 1200
have been contracted for by the Port
