The officlals were haled into
the féderal court for maintaining a lot-
tery, Mr. Evans says, and the court de-
sided that under the circumstances of
that case the procedure was simply
A guessing contest with a cash prize
hung up as the reward for the correct
Answar. The case of the Multnomah
County Fair assoclation is parallel with
the Buffalo cassa, Mr. Evans points
out, and from this he judges that the
oourt would probably say that it was
not ' a lottery.

PONEER BANKER OF
EAST PORTLAND, DIES

Retired Capitalist Was One  of
Founders of First Bank on the
East Sidej Was 77.

Benjamin H. Bowman, ploneer banker
of East Portland, died Sunday night at
his residence, 535 Belmont street. He
would have been 77 on August B, and
was born In Massachusetts. Mr. Bow-
man came to Oregon in 1867 and resided

in Salem until 1883. He then moved to
East Po nd, then a separate muniel-
pality, and with Arthur H. Breyman
and John Sommerville, who were with
Jack Knott, owners of the Stark street
ferry line, he established the First Na-
tional bank of East Portland, and the
first bank in that city. The bank opened
up for business at the corner of Fourth
and L streets, now East Stark and
Unlon avenue, and was a successful in-
stitution. Mr., and Mrs. Bowman were
interested in the tract of land known as
Au-Ben, situated near Fairview. It was
made up of the first syllable of her
name, Aurora, and his name, Benjamin.
Mr. Bowman was actively engaged in
business untll a few years ago, failing
health compelling his retirement He
was interested in different. enterprises
and real estate transactions from time
to time, but was always of a retiring
nature, and of late years took no part
in public affairs of any kind. No near
relatives survive him but his widow,
