{Continned From Page Ons) v
1 take pleasure in laying before
you & treaty with the republic of
France, the object of which is to se-
cure that republic the mmmediats ald
of the United States of America in
case of any unprovokéd movément
of aggression against her on the
part of Germany. 1 €arnestly hope
that this treaty will meet with your
cordial approval and will recsive
an early ratification at your hands,
along with the treaty of paace with
Germany. Now that you have had
an opportunity to examine the great
documeént I presénted to you two
weeks ago, it seems opportune (o
lay before.yow-ihis treaty which is
meant to be in effect a part of iL.

FOR IMMEDIATE HELP

*It was signed on the same day
with thé trealy of peace, and is in-
tended as a temporary supplement
to t. It is believéed that the treaty
of peace with Germany Itself pro-
vides adequate protectijon to France
againse aggression from her recent
enemy on the east; but the years
immediately ahead of us contain
many incalculable possibllities. The
covenant of the League of Nations
provides for military aetion for the
protection of its members only
upon advice of tha council of the
league—advice to be glven, it is
presumed, only wupon deliberation
and acted upon by each of the
governments of the. member states
only if ita own judgment justifies
such action. The object of the spe-
cial treaty with ¥France, which I
now submit to you, is to provide
for immediate military assiatance
to France by the United States in
case of any unprovoked movement
of aggression agalnst her by Ger.
many, without walting for the ad-
vice of the council of the League
of Nations that such action be
taken. It is to be an arrangement,
not independeng the League of
Nations, but upder 1It. ’

OWE DEBT TO FRANCE

It Is therefore expressly provided
that this.treaty shall be made the
subject of consideration at the same
time with the treaty of peace with
Germany ; that this special arrange-
ment shall receive the approval of
the council of the league; and that
this speclal provision for the safety
of France zhall remain in force
only until, upon the application of
vne of the parties to it, the council
of the league, acting if necessary,
by a majority vote, shall agree that
the provisiops of the covenant of
the league afford her sufficlent

otection.

T was moved to sign this treaty
by considerations which will, I
hope, seem as persuasive and as ir-
resistible to you as they seem 1o
me. We are bound to France by
ties of friendshin which we have
always regarded, and shall always
reégard, as pecullarly sacred. She
assisted us to win our freedom as
a nation. It is seriously to be
doubted whether we could have won
it without her gallant and timely
ald.

NEW DAY DAWNS

Wea have recently had the priv-
ilege of assisting in driving enemies
who were also enemies of the world
from her soll, but that does not pay
our debt to her. Nothing can pay
guch & debt; Bhe now desires that
we should promise to lend our great
force to keep her safe against the

power she has had most reason to
fear. Another great nation wvolun-
teers the same promise. It is one
of the fine reversals of history that
the other nation should be the very
power from whom France fought
1o set us free. A new day has
dawned. Old antagonisms are for-
gotten. The commen cause of
freedom and enlighltenment has
created new comradeship and a
new perception of what is wise and
necessary for great nations to do
to free @he world of intolerable
fear. Two governments who wish
to be members of the League of Na-
tions ask leave of the council of
the league to be permitted to go to
the assistance of a friend whose
situation has been found to be one
of pecullar perfi, without awaiting
tha advies of the leagus to aet.

HONOR BEFORE PEACE

It is by taking such pledges as
this that we prove ourselves faith-
ful to the utmost té6 the high
obligations of gratitude and tested
friendships. Such an act as this
seems (o me one of the proofs
that we are a people that
sees the true hedrt of duty and pre-
fers honor to its own separate course

of peace.

TELEPHONE RATES
- ARE INCREASED

Four-party residence (measured) $1.50

Subruban residence. $2.50 to $3 per
month, $8.25 with desk set.

- Extension residénce. desk with ball,
80 cents to §1 per month.

Apartment house rates are canceled
and the regular residence rates as pro-
mulgated in the order substituted. Ex-
tension telephones (business) are included
in the rise, rates being changed from 75
and 50 cents to §1 a month.

WAGES INCREASES CAUSE

Defending the company's action on
the ground that the recent wage in-
creases demand added revenue, Mr.
Phillips this morning said that, Inas-
much as the public had been anxious
to have wages of company employes in-
creased, they would be equally anxious
to provide funds with whiéh to bring
about such Increases. No material
trouble will be experienced by the re-
moval of phones, he said, because tele-
phone users will accept “in the spirit In
which the increases ars made” the
cause for the rate rise.

“The increased rates for telephone
service effective today throughout the
state of Oregon, as well as the city of
Portland, are a direct consequeénce of
the heavy increase In wages effective
Juné 16, amounting to In excess of §226.-
000 for the state,” Mr. Phillips saild.
“These wages go to ths people who work
for the company and who rendér this
seérvice. The public has been made very
familiar Wwith the difficulties involved
in attempting to' give telephone service
under wages heretofore in effect
AFPFROVED BY BURLESON

“These rates are put in by the fedaral
administration, effective .at once be-1
cause of the financial necessities pre-
cipitated by this heavy increase in
wages. ‘The rates in each particular in-
stance are rateés apprfoved by the post-
master general oi eor befors June 6.
These particular rates aré mads effec-
tive for the reason that in
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ustion of its property at $13,464,000 as
found by the public service commission.

“The new bchedule of rates is jdenti-
cal with the one approved by the post-
master general for ths staté of Wash-
ington, which was made effective March
1. The rates are the same in both states
for exchanges that are comparable and
the rates for Portland are the same as
the rates for Seattle.

AUGUST BILLS AT XEW RATE
*“All business taken on and after July

.29 will be at the new ratles and bills to

present subsecribers for August will be
rendered at the new rates.

“We believe that no proof as to the
advanced cost of living and the general
high costs prévailing for labor and ma-
terials is necessary and that the tzle-
phone-using public will accept this In-
crease in telephone rates in the same
spirit of fairness and consideration as it
has the advances in almost every other
necessity In these unusual times.”

In his letter to the public service com-
mission on Monday Mr. Phillips saild :

“Referring to rates filed with your
commission on July 14, coaforming with
your conclusions as expressed in order
489, we desire to inform you that this
filing and the rateés involved thereunder
&ré canceled, effective July 28. We are
handing you herewith tariffs carrying
rates effective July 29 in Heu of those
cancel On and after July 29 new
business will be accepted only at the
rates carried by the tariffs now filed,
and all subscribers will be billed accord-
ingly. The tari{fs now filed cover rates,
rules and regulations as approved by
the postmaster general on or before
June 6. i
BURLESON MADE RATES

“Except as modified by subsequent or-
ders of the postmaster general, the &x-
change rates involved are those ap-
proved by the postmaster general on No-
vember 15, 1918, In exflanation we di-
rect your attention to the act of con-
gress, signed by the president on July
11, which makes particular reference’ to
rates approved by the postmaster gen-
eral on or before June 6. The rates,
rules and regulations covered by the tar-
iffs now handed you, effective July 29,
are the only rates so approvéd by the
postmaster general for Oregon for this
company. ’

“The effort which has been conscien-
tiously made for three months to give
talephone service in Oregon under the
rates suggested by the commission Is
now made impracticable by héavy wage
increases, effective June 16, for which
no provision is made in the rates sug-
gested by the commission..

STATE CONTROL IN ATGUST

“By the act of congress referred to,
your juristidction is restored August 1.-
The .rates approved by the postmaster
general now made effective July\ 29 will
ba subject to review by you after Aug-
ust 1. They will, of course, be subject
to such change as the commission may
find just and reascnable aftér due hear-
ing and order. The wage Increases
made effective June 16, together with
the general necessities of the business
in Oregon, would have réquired an im-
mediate application for higher rates in
all events.

“We will be glad to cooperate witil
you to the end that the rates now made
effective be reviewed by you based on
application by us for your approval or
on your motion or on complaint as you
may prefer.”

COURSE OF COMMISSION

The course of the public service com-
mission in the matter is problematical
