Klamath Falls, Oct. 9 —(By Mail.)

Great Britain and Italy Had Pre-
viously Indorsed Treaty; Na-
tions Not Signing Excluded.

Washington, Oct. 13.—Ratifica-

France, Great Britain and Italy will
put it inte effect, according to be-
lief in official circles here.

The League of Nations will be
brought into existence at the same time,
but only those nations which have rati-
fied will be members thereof. Meetings

of the labor section of the league are
scheduled- to begin In Washington the
latter part of this month.

When word of ratification by France
reached Washington Saturday after-
noon—this being the third great power
to approve the pact—debate over the
treaty was in progress in the senate.
