“On the other hand, even greater out-
rages are committed in the regions oc- |
cupied ‘General Denikin and Admiral
Kolchak. We have proof that the
wives and children of communists were
shot by the Whites. However, this is no
justification for the conduct of the
authorities clatming to represent a So-
cialist government. We live in constant
fear of arrest and yet we heip to fight
(leneral Denlkin, Generally, there were
fewer mutinies this year than last on
account of the hope for allied relief.
This has now collapsed and the only
choice is between czarism and the soviet
and therefore the opposition to the lat-
ter has weakened.

LEADERS HAVE ABILITY

“We are not fighting the Bolshevikl,
but Bolshevism. recognizing that the
leaders have shown great abllity in
ruining the government, - A peaceful de-
velopment of Russia aould ellminate
Bolshevism quickly, because our peas-
ants are aiming to become Independent
farmers and petty land owners. It
would have been easy to realize this be-
fore the revolution. Then it might have
been possible to nationalize the land. |
Now the sltuation ls different. Today
communism {5 up against a dead wall of
millions of peasant bourgeols. Leave
Russia alone and economic conditions
will dafeat Bolshevism more surely than
Denikin or Admiral Kol- |
chak.” |
