The fact
that England, wr--i delaying the return
of some ships belonging to America was
the fundamental reason for the shipping
board's disinclination to recommend the
return of the big German liners, but
President Wilson took the position that
America woutd keep her pledges regard-
less 'of the outcome or merits of the
controversy which had separately arisen
.over other; ships. Indeed, the United
States cohfldentally expects England
to adjust that question In due time.
CAUSE ILL. FEELIITO

But the publication of , the story about
a f13,000,000.000 loan does not have even
the basis which attaches to the contro-
versy over the ships. Tet the two to-

gether are pronounced as part and parcel
of the campaign to keep antipathies alive
between the United States and England,
i AS far as financing Europe is con-
cerned a great deal of misrepresentation

' has been let loose In an effort to make
It appear that the foreign policy of the
executive branch of the government to
day is merely the outgrowth of adesira
to keep on loaning American funds to
rehabilitate Europe. Since the armistice
the United States government has lent
about $2,829,000 to the allied . govern
ments, mostly as credits for American
food stuffs, so that America can hardly
be accused of illlberallty. On the other
hand, the viewpoint of the United States
government cannot be better presented
than in,, the words1 of Secretary Glass
himself who says;

I' "The treasury believes that the iieed
of Europe for financial assistance,' very
great and very real though it is, has
been ' much exaggerated both here and
abroad. Our hearts have been so touched
by the suffering which the war left In
Its train, and our experience is bo re-
cent of financial conditions which exist-
ed during: the war when men were de-
voting, themselves to the business of
destruction, that we are prone to over-
look the vast 'recuperative , power In-

volved In any country which, though
devastated, has not been depopulated
and the people of which are not starved
afterwards.

'We must all feel deep sympathy for
the suffering of Europe today, but we
must not allow our sympathy to warp
our judgment and by exaggerating Eu-
rope's financial, needs make it more dif-
ficult to fill them. Men must go back
to work In Europe, must contribute to
Increased production. The industries of
Europe, of course, cannot be set to work
without raw materials and machinery,

"find to the extent that they are to be
secured from the United State,', the
problem of financing the! restoration of
Europe belongs primarily to our export-
ers," r

The United Btates is through with
large loans to her allies. The treasury
believes it would be unsound finance to
continue them. Europe is fully expected
to ; finance herself ; first, by domestic
loan designed , to remove aome, of the
large amounts of inflated currency that
were made necessary by the war ; sec
ond, by intensive taxation, something
that Europe neglected during the war,
and third, by buying- - raw materials In
the United State as reasonably as pos-
sible and sending: back-t- us the fin
ished product at prices low enough to
attract American consumers, so . that
America will start buying something
from Europe and thus begin to offset the
tremendous export balance which Is
keeping the rate of exchange so low. .

Production in Europe depends mostly,
however, on political conditions, and
back of that are the factors of labor
and mass unrest European govern
menta say that unless the treaty can beput in operation and the moral support
of the United States . la assured as
against the disintegration of the allies,
there will be no definite progress toward
reconstruction. ' Anyway, the ; govern-
ment of the United States has ceased
loaning money to .foreign governments
and the problem Is entirely one for pri-
vate financial concerns and export
houses, and the truth is the officials if
our government are keeping as dose a
watch on Uncle Sam's pocketbook as
they can. .

Bryon
says the charter of the organization alls
for the overthrow , of any and all forms
of government, the prohibition of any
person holding title to land and also
will not allow police officers or clergy-
men.

DENT MEMBERSHIPr In" almost every case the "workers"
arrested Friday night denied that they
belonged to the Communist party until
they were shown their I. W. W. member-
ship cards. - Federal operatives and the
police sprang a complete surprise on the
members Friday ni-h- t. Many of them
were at a loss to explain themselves
when a plain clothes officer, laid their
membership card on the table In front
of them. So cleverly was the raid
planned by Bryon, Alexander and Jen-
kins that the radicals did not have time
to conceal their anarchistic propaganda
before the officers were in upon them.

Every man arrested is an alien, ac-
cording to records in the office ot the
marshal. All who are proved members
3f the party will be turned over to Im-
migration Inspector Bonham. who will
arrange for their deportation. Bonham
worked hand In hand Friday night with
the officials. A few of the men ex-
pressed a willingness to return to Ger-
many, 'Russia and Austria of their own
accord, but this desire will probably not
be granted. If the government allows
these men to go back to their borne
countries willingly they can return at
some later date, but If they are sent back
by the government.' they will forever be
barred jfrom returning to the good old
United Stategv. k ,; ,

A recommendation tor leniency was
made in the case'ot Robert Cole by Dep-
uty District Attorney Hammersly. Cole
was allowed to simply plead guilty. He
was given a one year suspended
sentence.'

According to the prosecuting attorney.
Cole ts married and has six dependent
children, none older than li. He became
acquainted with David McArdell, an old
criminal, and was induced to go on a
thievery expedition. McArdell is now
serving out a three year sentence for the
same crime,

"This man is one of the most flagrant
violators whom we have had," said
Bernard In asking for a severe prison
sentence for Cohen. The maximum sen
tence under the law is five years.

Cohen, whose, trial was set for Jan-
uary 7, sprang a complete surprise when
he appeared before Judge Gatens late
in the afternoon and announced that he
Intended to plead guilty to the Indict-
ment of receiving stolen' roods.' He
waa held under $2000 ball, and had been
named In seven separate Jury indictments
on practically the same offense.

Through his attorney. Fred, Drake, he
confessed to the receiving of goods
stolen from the house of Joseph Oberle,
1564 Falrmount boulevard, by A. H.
Schmldling and Elmer Howard. The
stolen goods, besides much other stolen
property were found in his store at 210
First street.

According to Prosecuting Attorney
Bernard, Cohen has been conducting a
profitable "fence" game for some time.
A list of stolen articles found in his
store was read off by the deputy, who
claimed that Cohen had not only received
stolen goods, but had directed boys to
steal certain desired articles for him.

Despite the plea of the district attor-
ney's office and the criminal record of-th- e

offender. Judge Gatens let Cohen
oft with the fine. This, according to
the police, will probably leave Cohen
comparatively rich as he Is supposed
to have disposed of. goods valued at
thousands of dollars.

TESTING GASOUN E

Gravity Test Has No Relation to
Quality of Gasoline, Says

Federal Agent

Salem, Jan. . A law providing that,
"the specification for gasoline ar adopt-
ed by the U. S. government shall be the
specification for motor gasoline in the
state of Oregon," Is urged upon the
solons of Oregon, whp are to meet in
special session here this month, by G.
W. Gray, secretary of the government
committee on standardization of petro-
leum products. In a letter received by
William A. Dalxiel. deputy state sealer
of weights and measures.
' "By making the specifications read
this way, the state of Oregon would au-
tomatically change the specification of
their gasoline whenever the U. S. gov
eminent changed its specifications." de
dares Gray, adding that "the United
States government would only change
Its specifications after a complete sur-
vey of the gasoline situation In the
United Statea"

Gray, is emphatically opposed to the
grsvity test for gasoline.

"In the several letters which I ' have
written to you l nave always tried to
impress upon your mind that gravity
had no relation to the quality of a gas
oline," he writes. --All states which
have recently passed laws have eliminat-
ed all reference to gravity from the
specifications."

Iowa, he states, recently repealed its
old gravity law and adopted the gov-
ernment specifications. The state of
Texas has also adopted government ape
clflcatlons, he writes, adding that "the
statea of Kansas, Minnesota, North.

Long's Plea for
Directed Verdict

Denied- - by Court
Motion for. a directed verdict of not

guilty in the trial of A. I long, former
Portland policeman, who Is charged
with impersonating an officer for pur-
poses of fraud, was denied by Judge
Woiverton of the federal court today:
Long had intercepted U L Adcox in
Central Oreg-o- and taken a quantity
of liquor from Adcox' machine.

In support of his pies, J. J. THtsger-al- d.

Long's attorney, advised the court
that when the law refuses countenance
to and admission of an article and does
not regard It as property, it therefore
ceases to be property, aid the acquisi-
tion of it does not constitute a felony.
Furthermore.' impersonating an officer,
he said, IS no crime unless there Is an
Intention to defraud.

In refutation. Assistant United States
Attorney Goldstein declared that the
gfst of the offense had been overlooked,
that of the public Impersonation of an
officer waa in itself an offense. It is
not the intention of the government that
anyone who wishes can assume the
guise of an officer, he said, to secure
liquor. It would be a discredit to the
agents of justice.

Further testimony was offered by
William R. Bryan, to whom, he alleged.
Long admitted taking the liquor and
caching It, but denied the charge' of
impersonating an officer.
