market is extra high, as in winter. My
September bills for 1016 were: Oas,
$3.32; electricity, $1.75; water, $2.98:
heat, §5. telephone, $2.75; grooeries,
$22.25; milk, §$3.64: meat and fish, $5.
For the same month in 1919 the bills
were: Gas, $3.76; electricity, $2.20;
WGLM.}&H; heat, §10; telephone, §1.50;
groceries, $54.50; milk, $8: meat and
fish, §19. 1In 1816 the month's biils
totaled $45.69; in 1019 they totaled
$104.39. There are four aduits in our
family and only breakfast and dinner
are served, there being no luncheon, ex-
cept “Iin the pantry.”
