Fight in House Features Thurs-
day’s Session and Vote for and
Against Bill Is Equal.

State House, SBalem, Or., Jan. 18.
-—State-owned cement plants do not
make much of a hit with the house
of representatives, which fact WaS
made apparent to Hepresentative
Beheubel, which his bill, house bill
46, authorizing the state highway
commission to own and operate pav-
ing plants, came up for final con-
slderation in the house Thursday
nfternoon.

The consideration of the measure pre-

cipitated the one fight of the day, final-
Iy resulting In the fallure of the bill to
pass by a vote of 28 for. it. the same
number of votes against It and 7 absent,
It requires 31 voles to pass a measure
through the house,

PLAN TERMED UNWISE

8mith of Baker led the onslaught upon
the Scheubel proposal when the bill
came up for final.consideration. He
contended that it would cost $3.000.000
to equip a cement plant ready to oper-
ate on a scale sufficient to meet the
needs of the commission. He sald that
it was unwise and a fonlish experiment,
Yle almo argued with great emphasis that
he was compelled, in addition to all the
other objections, to vote against it be-
cause It was nnot emergency legisiation,
and, therefore, had no place in the spe-
cial sesxsion.

Dennig, chalrman of the roads "and
highways committee, which had given
the mensure a favorabl!e report, cham-
pioned it. contending that to give the
commission the power to purchase and
operate such a plant would result in
cheaper materials for the state highway
construction work, whether the power
were to be used or not.

PRICE FACTOR DISCUSSED

Dennls said he did not want to charge
that there was a cement trust operating
in Oregon, but he wanted to call atten-
tion to the pecullar circumstance that|
all the prices gquoted for cement by all
the different companiea were the same.
He contended that such a plant in oper-
ation would save the state hundreds of
thousanda of dollars, and pointed to the
experience of California and other states
in demonstration of what he contended.

Horne took the opposite view. He
warned the house that it would be "a
very costly experiment” for the state to
go Into the cement manufacturing busi-
nean, and =aid that too many men had
gone on the rocks attempting to manu-
facture cement to permit him to cast|

| COMPANION BILL WINS

A companion bill to the soldiers’ edu-
cational aid bill, also fathered by Sena-

tors DMierce and T. 8. Smith, providing
