AUTIAL MEMBERS' WHEAT
HANDLED

In a purely non-profit cooperative ag-
mociation of wheat growers such as has

now heen organized the growers wil]
handle the wheat only of actual mem-
bers. They will own thelr oan ware-

houses and elevators and will be soundly
financed throtugh avenues opened by the
Federal Neserve bank. There are o
adverse Influences in an organization |
which Is truly cooperatlve. Contractsa|
made between the grower2 and the ns- |
sociation are merely contracts between
a number of growers of themselves vol-
untarily to do certain things for the com-
mon good of the community and the in-
dividual. .

The key to the whole plan isx in the |
method of financing. At present, if a
grower wani# to horrow money on his
wheat. he I able to do so on one day |
call notes. These notes dre callable at
any time. Now the bankers who lend |
this money are loaning trust funds. As
long a8 there im a rising market in
wheat they feel they are secured, but
when the market for wheat goes down,
then they, as trustees of the funde of
tiwelr depositors, naturally get nervous |

'REIMER BRINGS BLIGHT

RESISTING PEAR TREES

- FROM CHINA FOR TEST

Thorough Experiments Are to Be
Made on the South Oregon
Station at Ashland.

Ashland, Jan. 17.—Professor F (.
Reimer, superintendent of Southern Ore-
gon experiment station. i= home from
China, where he went in search of blight
resisting pear tgees. Professor Reimer
brought back between 40 and 50 varie-
ties of pears which he will try out at
the axperiment station. Pear blight is
the most serious fruit disease and can-
not he controlled by spray and Profes-
sor Relmer states it is an American dis-
ease and bhefore pears were
from Europe this blight lived
tive plants
Professor Reimer brought back varieties
of pears from BEurope, Asia and Africa.
Of oW®er 500 varieties gathered from dif-
ferent localitles he states that only one
specics seemed blight proof.

Professor Reimer is recognized as a
wnrld authority on pear blight and his
experiments will be watched with in-
| terest. He reached the United States
| Christmas day and stopped to give some
of his trip experiences at the Farmers
week, held at Corvallls, reaching home
January 4.
