Many Records Broken, but Aver-
age Temperatures and Rainfall !

Desplte record-breaking ENOW
storms, record low temperatures,
drouths and record rainfsll in Jan-
uary, the vear 1919 was nearly nor-
mal, according to the annual meteor-
ological summary “just prepared by
the weather bureau for Portland, is-
sued this week by Edward L. Wells,
district meteorologist.

In his general observations on the
weather for the year, as compiled from
the dxily records, Wells says:

COLD PREDOMINATES

“The year, taken as a whole, had

nearly normal tempernture and precipi-

tation. The cold periods were mora
pronounced thun the warm periods, but
were not so long.

“There wera two declded cold periods,
The firgt culminated on October 27, In
the lowest temperature ever recorded
at Portland In October, 30 degrees. The |
gecond culminated on December 13, in
a temperature of 3 degrees, which is an

"The most remarkable featurs af the
precipitation was the heavy snowslorm
