— Beef, iron and
wine, wvanilla extract and moonshjne
liquor played a prominent part In e
death of Bert McNeece at Freewater on
September 14, Charles Jones of Free-
water testified Wednesday at the open-
ing of the trial of W, W, Wilder, charged
with having murdered McNeece.

Joneg, who was employed with Me-
Neece on Wilder's ranch, testified that
he wit Wilder fire two shots at
the wict All three had drunk beef,
iron and wine that day, Jones testified.
On the day previous they had had some
vanilla. 8till prior to that, Jones and
Wilder helped dispose of some home-
made liquor, he sald.

Jones' testimony was that he grabbed
Wilder's arm after the second shot, and
immediately after the shooting left the
place. A few hours later he returned
with his brother-in-law, to whom Wilder
mentioned that McNeece had committed
suicide. Jones declared that he did not
dispute Wilder's story and never told
anyone the truth until he came to Pen-
dleton, pledged his uncle to secrecy and
told the story. Jones said he did not
think his presence at the Inquest would
be necessary, and admitted that he did
not intend to tell his secret until called
upon.
