There Is not a
newspaper maintaining a correspondent
at Amerongen, Holland, where the erst
while war lord is now living in exile.

Even now, when the allied press is
filled with dispatches bearing upon the
case of the former German ruler, the
Berlin newspapers have been only re-
printing British and Dutch telegrams
without comment.

Not a single political writer of prom-
inence has come forward as the cham-
pion of the ex-kais- In the vernacular
of the public "William's cause Is as
dead as a door nail and ancient history
in Germany."

HOLLAND SAYS IT WON'T LEND
ITSELF TO NATION'S SOLIDARITY

The Hague, Jan. 24. The official note
of the Netherlands government In reply
to the demand of the allies for the sur-
render of the er for trial Is dated
January 21, and reads :

"By a note Verbal dated January 15,
1920, and handed to her majesty's envoy
In Paris, the powers, referring to article
227 of the Versailles treaty, request the
Netherlands government to deliver unto
their hands William of Hohenzollern,
emperor of Germany, in order that he
may be put on trial.

"In support of this request they ob-
serve that if the emperor had remained
in Germany the German government
would have been obliged, according to
article 228 of the peace treaty, to hand
him over.
NETHERLANDS AID ASKED

"The powers, quoting as premeditated
the violations of international treaties
and the systematic Ignoring of the most
sacred rules of the law of nations In
numerous acts committed during the
war by the German authorities, trace the
responsibility, for at least the moral
responsibility for these acts, back to
the former emperor.

"They express the opinion that Hol-
land would not fulfill her international
duties if she refused to associate with
them to the best of her ability in pur-
suing, or at least not impeding, the pun-
ishment of the crimes which have been
committed.

"They draw attention to the special
character of their request as having In
view not a judicial accusation, but aV
act of high international polities, and
they appeal to Holland's respect for
right and love and justice not to cover
by her moral authority the violation
committed by Germany of the essential
principles of the solidarity of nations.
HOLLAND NOT A PARTT

"Her majesty's government has the
honor to observe forthwith that the obli-
gations which might have resulted for
Germany under article 228 of the treaty
of peace "cannot prevail In order to de-
fine the duties of Holland, which is not
a party to this treaty.

"Her majesty's government, actuated
or. Its side by imprescrl pliable reasons,
cannot view the questions raised by the
request of the powers otherwise than
from the point of view of Its own du-
ties. It has been absolutely foreign to
the origin of the war and has main-
tained, not without difficulty. Its neu-
trality to the end.

"It finds itself, therefore, confronted
with the facts of the war in a differ-
ent position from that of the powers.
It refuses energetically all suspicion of
wishing to cover by Its sovereign right
and its moral authorlhr violations of the
essential principles or the solidarity of
nations.
DISCLAIMS SUCH DVTT

"But it cannot recognize an interna-
tional duty by associating itself to the
powers In an act of high international
politics.

"If in the future an international
jurisdiction were created by the League
of Nations competent to judge in a case
of conflict on facts qualified as crimes
punishable by statute preceding these
facts. It rests with Holland to associate
herself with this new system.

"Her majesty's government cannot in
the present instance acknowledge any
other duty than that imposed by the

ua of the state and national tradition.

leaving the bag to America to hold."

There was, for instance. In ths orig-
inal petition which was signed by vari-
ous bankers, asking for an International
gathering, a certain suKgeetion that in-

asmuch as the United States had loaned
110.000,000,000 to the allies and a large
part of that was taken by Great Britain
and reloaned to Belgium, Italy and other
allies, the government of the United
Kingdom ought not to be obliged to
stand back of those loans, but ought
to beable to shift them on the countries
themselves as a responsibility direct to
the country which originally loaned the
money, namely United States.
CAUSE OF DAMAGE

Thus America would not have to look
to the government of Great Britain for
those billions, but to smaller countries
whose powers of rehabilitation would
have to be awakened by a prodding
America, Instead of a prodding Oreat
Britain. That scheme, whether or not
it had the hacking of any responsible
groups In England, did as much damage
here as any one proposal and served
to make persons In authority look with
much less enthusiasm and Interest on
the new plan for refinancing the debts
of the world.

There Is no question that the govern-
ment here recognizes how closely inter-
woven American prosperity la with the
early reconstruction of Europe, but the
European bankers seem to have a mis-

When
the Civil war broke out he was a cadet
connected with the hospital service in
General Price's army. In the Confed-
eracy, but was not required to take the
oath of allegiance to the South.

In the spring of 1864 he signed as a
surgeon on a Hudson Bay steamboat
and went up the Mississippi and Mis-
souri rivers to Montana, and crossed
Into Oregon, arriving in Washington
county.
