$1,768,000. In his estimate he adds

Mayor Appeals for Aid to Cope

With Conditions Caused by

Fearful Blizzard.

New York. Feb. 7. (I. N. S.)
Although the weather had cleared
today and the gale had died down, a
further fall of snow during the night
intensified the already acute traffic
conditions in this storm-boun- d city.

In response to Mayor Hylan's procla-
mation, thousands of privately owned

trucks and privately employed laborers
were placed at the disposal of the
street cleaning department. A deter-

mined assault was begun at daybreak
throughout the entire city to clear the
principal streets that are covered by

mountainous snowdrifts.
The mayor lias appealed for a three

day embargo on private passenger mo-

tor cars, such as waa put Into effect
in the "gasoline saving" days of the
war. The embargo this time, however,
is to prevent the streets from being
cluttered by automobiles.

More than a score of ships are caught
in the ice floes in Long Island sound,
the harbor and Hudson river.

Railroad schedules were completely
disarranged and Btreet railway traffic
in the city is absolutely paralyzed.

The main power houses supplying
electricity fear a tie-u- p tomorrow be-

cause of the fuel famine.
Although the weather was cold, the

federal weather office declared that the
blixxard was now over. The sun was
shining this morning for the first time
in five days.

The differ-
ent places from' which the defendants
were shooting and the crowds in the
street at that place will show that the
defendants manifested an absolute disre-
gard for human life."

"Men and women were on the scene.
and there were a number of automobiles
occupied by Ked Cross nurses at the
rear of the parade," the prosecutor con-

tinued.
Allen said the shots came from four

different places: The I. W. W. hall,
the window of a hotel across the street
and from another hotel situated some
distance up the street, and from Semi
nary Ridge, 1000 feet away.

Two of the men killed. Allen asserted,
were not shot from the hall, because in
tervening buildings protected them.
Grimm was killed, according to Allen's
statement, by one of the defendants
posted in the Avalon hotel.

Loren Roberts and Bert Bland, two of
the defendants, with a third man not
yet captured, were poBted on the ridge,
Allen said.
CONFESSION IS ALLEGED

The defendant Roberts was said to
have voluntarily surrendered himself
and to have made a full confession. The
prosecutor also named the positions of
the other defendants in the various
places above enumerated.

The matter of the conspiracy was dis
cussed at length., Allen said that a
meeting was held in the I. W. W. hall
Sunday, November 9, whsn it was deter
mined that the participants should arm
themselves, after statements were made
that the men were planning
to raid the hall on Armistice day.

"The evidence will further show that
whatever information the defendants
received regarding any purported Ar-
mistice day rai,d," Allen said, "came
from the defendants themselves, or
someone in sympathy with them, who
gave them the information in order to
have some possible excuse to set up a
defense of the shooting which they were
preparing to do. The evidence will fur-
ther disclose that none of the ce

men had any such Information."
SMITH K5EW, SATS ALLEN

The statement concluded with refer-
ence to the alleged part of Attorney
Elmer Smith in the affair. "Testimony
will prove that Smith knew of the plan
the defendants had made and that he
knew they were stationed In and about
the streets for the purpose of shooting
down the former soldiers," said the
prosecutor.

Smith's purported conversations with
the defendant Britt Smith, said to have
been secretary of the Centralla I, W.
W., in regard to the attack were de-
scribed. As the attorney left the hall,
a short time before the parade started,
lie gave instructions to Brltt Smith and
the others "to do their duty,". Allen
said.

for Oregon State Normal school, total-ing approximately $1,247,000 ; appropri-
ating for current year from moneys now
In treasury a sum equal to said annual
tax levy ; said money being for support
and maintenance, including salaries, ad-
ditional buildings, making repairs, pur-
chasing supplies, equipment and scien
tific apparatus ; providing that a vote i

ror enactment of this act- - shall makesaid tax an annual levy though in ex-
cess of tax for the preceding year pluspercentum thereof."

Before taking any decisive steps to-
wards effecting peace, however, Poland
will submit the Soviet's pledges to the
allies for approval.
