Roseburg. Feb. 12. An increase In 'livestock
shipping rate in mixed car lots which has re-

cently been put into effect by the railroad admin-
istration, is such that it is almost prohibitive for
livestock men of Southern Oregon and the Wil-

lamette valley points. A vigorous protest is
being made through the Douglas county farm
bnreau. The new tariff rate which wa put into
effect January 1 is based on tonnage instead of
a flat rate as existed heretofore. It provides t
minimum of 17.000 pound for hogs, the rate
being 41 e per 100 pounds. A minimum of
24.000 pounds on cattle, with a rate of 29c
per 100 pounds. For full earload shipment of
either hogs or cattle the rate is not exorbitant
although greatly increased.

From Southern Oregon and Willamette val
ley point the shipments are nearly always in
mixed cars, aa the Individual farmers seldom
have a full car of either hogs or cattle to ship
Tr i in th. mived ehipment that the rate is
prohibitive, for instance: To use County Agent
C. J. Hurd'a example in a letter addressed to
air Hinslmw he save: "I will give you
concrete example of a ahiinnent recently made
from Itoseburg. This shipment was made bftore
we had been advised of the change in tariff.
The shipment consisted of 15 hed of cows
weighing 7850 pounds and 30 head of hogs
weighing 11,200 pounds. Because of the fact
that it was a mixed ahipment, it took the
highest rate of 41c per hundred, also the highest
minimum tonnage of 24.000 pounds, making th
freight rale on the shipment from Roseburg to
North Portland of 41c. including the extra
charges of II 00 for sanding and the war tax
makes the total freight charge of $102.38.
To compare thU rate with the old rate would
cite a shipment that was made from Roseburg
on November 22, also a mixed oarload, the
total charges for freight nd war tax on this
shipment being $71 .59. making an increase in
freight rates on a mixed carload of stock from
Roseburg to North Portland of $30.79. or 42
per cent. This increase we believe Is entirely too

Improvement in the oats and barley
markets in the East during the day
had no effect upon the local trade, and
quotations here remain on a nominal
basis.

Such a procedure at this time may mean ruin
not only to many growers who still retain
supplies, but will force millerS'-t- o the wall.
