If shoes are high it generally [ollows
at there is a high price in the market
for leather. If leather Is high it means

that high priced hides are a contribuling |

influence, If hides are high It follows
generally that this means a better price

for cattle, and if cattle are high, you

all know that means someone must pay
the bill,

If hides, leather and shoes were low
and there was a scarcity. of cattle, it|
would mean not only that the latter
would be high priced. but that most of
this price must be paid by the consumer
of meats. If the byproducts of the cat-
tle are high this removes a portion of
the price that consumers pay for meats

You will say that {

be understood that meats would be still
higher were this not sg.

The same applles to pork products.
If lard is high, it means that users of
lard will pay a larger per cant of the
cost of hogs than do the eaters of the
fresh or pickled product.
