rolling stock factories. Large bodies of
soldiers were mobilised to saw timber
and produce agricultural machinery and
mend farm Implements. "The revolution-
ary tribunals" says Trotsky's order,
"should punish the lasy and the para-
sites and the thieves of national prop-
erty.
