board, whare prices prevatl that would
maka it axtremely profitabla for spacu-
Istors to buy the oll In the Southern
state at reduced figurea, ship it to the
East and sell {t at Kastern market fig-
ures. Such & practice, In the opinion of
Kingsbury, would tend to cause a want
of fuel here on the coast. The new
price, he declaras, will have a retard-
ing effect on this practice.

Whether or not other oll companies
will make & move to follow tha lead
of the Btandard or whether they will
fight the new price is not known. Aus-
tin D. Parker, manager of the Aasocl-
ated O1l compnany here, when asked con-
cerning what plans his eompany might
make, declared that no advices regard-
Ing a rise iny the price had béen recelved
by him, and declined to hazard an opin-
fon as to the effect the Standard’'s move
would hava on his company's price lists.

BERLIN COLD ‘AND HUNGRY,
DARKENED AND UNBATHED

Berlin, March 17.—Berlin got up this

morning cold, hungry, thirsty, tired, un-
bathed., unwashed after a night which
for many was sleeplesp and black ex-

cept when the darkneas was rent by rifle
fire In wvarious sections of the city.
Many went to bed last night without

dinner or even a cold snack. More got
up to find thers was no chance for
breakfasting and little opportunity for
washing. 1 pald $2 for enough water to
wash In. In many respects, hotel
guests were worse off than pﬂvate fam-
flijes, because practically all' employes
have left them to shift for' themmelves..

The weather ls mild today, which Is
fortunate because of the fack of heat,
but intensifies the sanitary sitoation.

“Herlin stinks not only politically but
actually” is the way one disgusted per-
son accurately put it.

Hoaspltals are especially hard hit by
the lack of heat, water and light. Deli-
ecate operations are rendered difficult.
The hotels in the center of the city, es-
pecirlly the Adlon and Kalserhoff,
which are in the very center where the
heaviest fighting may take place, are
partly disorganized. Iron gates are up
und screens cover the glass doors so that
those who pass by may not look in.

I was up till towards morning. The
gtrests were enveloped by complete dark-
neas, Intenaified here and there by dim
reflection In windows by flickering ecan-
dlea, the heavy tramp of occasional pa-
trols, or the thundering of motor trucks
filled with soldiers or armored cars
dashing through the blackneas.

Putting forth tremendoua efforts the
new government succeeded In getting a
number of dynamos Iinto operation in
threa power stations in the residantial
sections, but Berlin proper remalins with-
out light, without food and to a urn ex-
tent, without water.

“S8ave money on meat" ‘'week will
begin March 29 in Oregon, Washing-

ton and California, the department
of justice today announced after a
nation-wide survey of the high cost
of li.".g.

According to official announcement,
every effort will be made to reduce
materially the prices of cuts of beef,
pork and lamb, now In heavy demand,
by showing consumers thé advantage
of turning to those cuts which are
equally nutritious but less dostly.

The announcement says:

“On each day of ‘Save Money on Meat'
week some particular cut or cuts of
the inexpensive variety will be featured
and will be gold at a low price. Re-
tailers who hitherto have not carried
In stock some of the less costly outs
because their customers did not ask
for them, intend to lay in adequate
quanutlu of such portions of meat. If
the consumers will fake advantage of
the highly nutritious and palatable
pleces of meat which are relatively
inexpensive, the saving effected will be
tremendous, and the slackensd demand
for the cuts now popular will result
in lower prices thereon.

“Under present conditions the price
of the cholcest cuts are in extreme In-
stances 50 or 60 cents higher per pound
than the price of other goed, wholesome
meat from the same animal.”
