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AT ANNUA[ JOB OF
MUTILATING TREES

Is Disfigured With
Shade Trees That Have Been
Butchered in Pruning.

[, J. Krasbel, forest examiner, befors en-
tering the forest service, was engaged for severa)
years in shade tree work for the park department
of Buffalo, N, Y., for which he took special
training at the Univemity of Michigan.)

Tree pruning, to begin with,
sheuld not be confined to spring. In

fact, spring I8 a bad time to do
heavy pruning, because the plant
has In it the stored food which it re-
quires to begin its growth in the
spring before the leaves come out.
This food is just behind the buds.
By removing the tops of a tree this
stored food is taken away and the
tree is starved. Late summer and
winter are the best times for trim-

ming, because In the latter case tha
plant hak time to adjust. itzelf for
the coming season, and in late

summer the foliage is still on the
trees and one can determine the

shape as well as detect decayed

spota.

Among the signs of spring In Port-
land ls the appearance of the parennial
shade tree butcher. In many of Port-
land's bes® streets he is now at work at
his favorite spring sport of beheading
the trees in the parkways. Béfore him
stand walting avenues of graceful tress,
thelr branches thrust skyward In all
their natural, beauty—behind him he
leaves a trail of gaunt and ugly skele-
tons, enly the trunks “of the trees left
standing with clusters of claw-llke stubs
In place of the graceful crowns.

Yesterday morning 1 walked, on my
way to work, beneath a row of shapely
elm trees; In the evening [ was startled
to see only the ugly stumps of the same
trees left by the “toplary” artists who
had “trimmed” them by cutting off their
entire crowna There was no excuse for
such mutllation in this case, for thelr
were no wires to ba cleared and the
trees were not overshading any hopses.
T'IFFERENT REASONS GIVENW

Aaked why this msort of trimming was
done, different people had different rea-
pons. One wanted to make a tall slender
tree “spread out” at a lower level: an-
cther aaid the trees grew tloo fast, =&
third wanted less shade. Not one had
any idea of improving the tree (n health
or appearance. These were all good In-
tentions but they did neot help the trees.
The tendency of all trees s to grow In
n certaln definite shape which ls char-
acteristic for.each specles of tree. After
a few years these "topped” trees, trying

desperately to regain thelr normal shape,
will have sent out from the sawed-off

stubs long slender sprouts, many of
which droop under their own welght and
make ragged untidy trees. The other
sprouts, being too rapldly grown, are
very weak mnd are easily broken by
wind and “silver thaws.” The end of it
all 18 that the owner has all his work
to do over agaln—only more of It

“The whole troubls with this kind of
trimming is that it is so0 often applied
to the wrong kind of tree, With bass-
wnood and sycamore, parilcularly the
Furopean forms, the topping or “head-

ing-In" process can be used with good
effect., becanuse of the manner in which
thosee trees sprout. But traes llke Amer-

}can and English elms and silver maple
should never be so treated, for they will
always develop tangled and ugly tops.
The streets of Portland are everywhere
disfigured with just such trees

HOW TO PRUNE

The proper system Is to let the trees
grow paturally, trim out all dead
branches and the lower living branches
to get them clear of traffic, head back
the far-spreading top by nipping off the
¢nds of the smaller branches with pole-
pruners so asf to shape the tree to the
desired size 'from the outside. In re-
moving branchea over two Inchea In
@lameter they should always be cut off
in two operations. First saw a small
onder-cut about a foot out from the base
of the branch to be removed. Then saw
off the branch at a point about an Inch
beyond the undereut. That will leave a
short stub which should bs sawed off
&2 close to the trunk as the saw can be
put, so that the healing bark ecan grow

océmpletely over the wound. Lastly, paint
the wounded surface with minc paint or

tar.

It Is most Important to saw closs to
the trunk or large limb from which a
branch s removed. Leaving stubs six or
12 inches long 15 a mire way to lead
decay ints the heart of & tres through
the decay of the stub, becauss the bark
can never grow over such stubs, Even-
tually, In placa of the stub, there s left
a hole leading to the hollow center of
the tres whose substance has been eaten
out by decay.

The sccompanying information concerning the
restoration of Oregon & Californis raflrbad gmnt
lands in Boutherp Oregom and the rules govern-
ing entry thereom are s forth by W. H. Canen,
registear, and R

R. Turner, receiver of the
United States land office ap Roseburg.
The area of lands restored to

homestead entry by the, restoration
of the Oregon & California railroad
grant lands exceed somewhat 360,
000 acres. Particular attention,
however, s called to the fact that
while classifled as agricultural un-
der the law, considerable portions
of these lands are not adapted to
cultivation.

The time when settlers who re-
sided on such lands since December

1, 1913, must exercise their prefer-
ence rights of entry begins at @

o'clock & m, April 12, and ends

4:30 p. m., May 8, 1920.
Persons qualified under the general

homestead law who performed milltary

or naval servicea AdAuring the war with
Germany and who were honorably sep-
arated or discharged from such service,
or were placed in the regular army or
naval reserve, Are gilven a preference
right of 60 days within which to make
homestead entry on sald lands. The
period of such preference right begins
May 10, and ends July 8, 1920, Begin-
ning at 9 o'clock a. m., April 12, per-
sons entitled to preference right by
reason of war service may file applica-
tion under the homestead law in the
land distriet In which the land is situ-
ated. Such applications will be subject
to- the preference right applications of
settlers who maintained their residence
on the lands since December 1, 1913.
All applications by ex-sgrvice persons
filed after § o'clock a. m.. Aprll 12, and
before 4:30 p. m., Mey B, 1920, will be
treated as filed simultaneously, and
where not In conflict with settlers’ pref-
erence right applieations, or with each
other, will be allowed on May 10. Such
applicationa will be rejected if in con-
flict with entrles or applications by
preference right settlers, and if in con-
flict with each other a- drawinz will bhe
held on May 14 to delermlne such
confllcts.
