Miss Powell was
crossing the slreet just In front of her
at the intersection, Mrs. McClure de-
clared, She told how the front wheel
passed over the body, twisting it, the
back wheel passing over the woman's
head.

Mrs. M. Smith, who was in the car
with Mrs. Hartung at the time of the
accident, insisted that the machine was
slowing down to let her out: that ft
was within five feet of tha curb, and
that Miss Powell stepped out from be-
hind & parked car and didn't see the
automobile.
