WHO CROSSED PLAINS

IN 1847, SUMMONED

Astoria, May $. Another of Clatsop
county's, pioneers died Friday morning
In the person of Elijah C. Jeffers. His
death followed an extended illness.

In .1858 he assumed the management
of the home farm and resided there con- -'
tinuously until about 13 years ago, when
he retired and came to Astoria to live.

Carol Dlerking, Portland ; Mrs. Mabel E.
Kmbree, Vancouver, B. C. ; Mrs. Laura
Ness. Tacoma ; Misses Genevieve and
Esther Jeffers, Honolulu ;.
