IFB:E‘ICH MOTHERS FAITHFUL

If American mothers could only have
Inee‘n French mothers, many with toil
ireddened and roughened hands, decking
| those graves with the same consummate
care bestowed upon thelr own, they would
have been greatly comforted. And hardly
one of these loving ministrants there
was but who thought of her own father
or "brother or son lying with the vast
French army of the dead keeping ever-
lasting vigil along the frontiers of the
north.

The picture here was taken by a mem-
ber of The Journal staff in France last
year. The soldiers buried under these
crosses were not killed in action. They
were of railroad operating organizsations,
for the most part; men who had been
killed in accidents or who had died of
disease. They had heard the roar of
guns to the north and had helped to
transport to that zone thousands of men
and their supplies

HEROES LEFT IN GRAVES

And most of those men had come back
and gone on to their homes again, leav-
ing these mute heroes behind.

There are, or were, hundreds of these
little cemeteries with the big American
wooden crosses scattered over France.
One saw them at the base ports. at all
the towns, big and little, along the net-
work of rallways that the Americans
took over; at those sequestered and
beautifully quiet spots where the hos-
pitals were located: In the outskirts
of Paris and in the quaint little church-
yards of the mountailn wvillages in the
southeast, where' American foreaters had
worked and died.

©On last Memorial day many of these
boys had already been left behind. Not
one of the buddies who had survived re-
mained near them.

GRAVES NOT NEGLECTED

But the graves were not neglected, not
one, it Is wverily believed, for the wast
sympathy and sentiment of the French
people, one of the elements of the soul
of France, one thinks as he looks back
on those things, reached out to every
one,

The big hearted American doughboy
and leatherneck played too large a part
in France In two years for its people to
forget. The graves will be decked agaln
this year by the same loving hands with
