At the
same time many veterinarians are
advocating that the yearly test be
eliminated 'and a, shorter one take
its place. i

The short time test as indicating the

real economical worth of cow is of
doubtful value. A cow Mi at is forced
into producing a great amount of milk
during a short period requires a great
deal of high priced feed to put her in
condition for this test and must be dried
off early to prepare for the next run
on test. She is working for only a short
time, but eating during the entire year.
TEST HAS ADVANTAGE

One advantage of the short time test
Is that the cow may be bred shortly
after having a calf, thus producing a
calf yearly and avoiding the trouble that
fs common with the practice of holding

. off breeding, which in many cases makes
it hard to get the oow again with calf.
Some of the less scrupulous breeders
have used the short time test, as a means
of creating fictitious values for the
progeny of their cows, getting the cow
very fat before calving and working this
flesh off 'during the short time test by
heavy blanketing and various other
means. . r V

A concerted effort by men interested
In advance-registr- y work is now being
carried on to make this work of the
greatest possible value to whatever breed
is involved and to dairying as 'consid-
ered- from a national standpoint. The
short-tim- e test Is subject to adverse criti-
cism' for its inaccuracy as an real index
of economic production.
" The 365 day test comes in for its share
of criticism on the matter of held off
breeding. A cow on yearly test if bred
at the normal time, would freshen about
two months beore she had completed
the year's work. In addition to the loss
of these two months there is the month
and a half of rest that every cow should
have before calving. This loss of three
and a half months will greatly reduce
the record; it is possible for a cow to

' make and cause her record to look small
' as compared to records that have been

Carried on through the entire 12 months.
SOS DAT TEST URGED

No one breed seems willing to take
up the 305 day test unless the other
breeds also adopt it, since a 10 months'
test would look small compared to a
year's work. To hasten the adoption of
this 305 day test, and to eliminate the
short time test, the American Dairy Sci-

ence association has adopted a resolu-
tion, recommending that after October
1, 1920. the association , of agricultural
colleges and experiment stations be re-

lieved by the breed association from
supervision or offlfctat dairy tests where
the test period is less than 10 months

" ' Im length.
J Popular sentiment will gradually elim-
inate the scrubs from the herds of the
country, but it is through official testing
that the scrub will be found out and the
high producers become known. To be
effective in bettering the herds of the
country' the records must Indicate the
true economic value of a cow,' not for a
few days or a month, but for several

' months, or even over a period of years.

COW'S RECORD WORTH WHILE . '.

A cow's record is of. little value in the
" long run unless she is able to give her

qualities to numerous of fsprhng and
through her bull calves to all their
daughters. If In making her big record
her breeding is held off until she Is bar--

ren she has done: very little, to - help
either her bfeed or the dairy industry
In general. . She must be. able to""
more of her valuable progeny into the
world to make her record worth while.

Many breeders are looking forward to
the time when all the breed associations
will adopt the 10 months test and the
three or less milkings per day. It Is

" believed that this will eliminate many
of the troubles the breeder is up against
today. . -

Young ducks forced for rapid
growth and marketing at from eight
to 12 weeks of age are called green
ducks. ; They weigh from five to
six pounds and are the principal
source of income on,; commercial
duck farms. .The owner of a small
flock of ducks will also . find it
profitable to crowd the growth of
at least part of the ducklings that he
raises and market them- at two
months of age. r i

For two weeks before killing the duck-
lings to be marketed should be fattened
on a ration made of three parts, by
weight, of corn meal, two parts of low
grade flour or middling, one part of
bran, one half part of beef scrap, with.
3 per cent grit and 10 per cent green
food. Feei this mash three times daily,
Or use a mash of three parts corn meal,
one part low grade wheat flour, one part
bran, S per cent beef scrap and 3 per
cent oyster shell, with the green feed
and grit added.

The green feed is sometimes left out
of the ration during the last seven days
Of fattening, as it tends to color the
meat and may produce a slightly flabby
rather than a firm flesh; however, it is
easier to keep the ducklings in good
feeding condition on a mash containing
green feed. Boiled fish may replace the
beef scrap, butt should Only be fed up to
within two we0ks before they are killed,
as it may give a fishy taste to their
flesh. ; ' - ' 'V

Green ducks are ' marketed at from
eight to 12 weeks of age, according to
their condition and weight. : Two or 3
per cent of oyster shell is recommended-i-n

most fattening rations, but bone ash
ground or cracked bone, or bone meal
would appear to be better mineral feeds
to add to these mixtures. ; If milk is
available at profitable feeding prices, .the
rations recommended for crate-fatten- ed

chickens would give good results in fat-
tening .' ducklings, producing a well-bleach- ed

milk-fe-d green duck.
