Train Lavishly .Decorated in the
Shrine Colors and With Many
Embjems. From End to End.

The special train which is bring-
ing nobles of Murat temple and their
ladies to the. Imperial council ses-
sion at Portland, left Indianapolis
at 11:S0 Thursday morning amid
scenes of gayety. There were 1 3s
Uniform men ' an,d 103 ladies who,
together with the divan and rep-
resentatives and a few of the mem-
bers made up a happy party of
about 825.
J It was a Monon train from Indianap-
olis to Chicago and the Monon made the
most of it bjrway of decorating the big
locomotive m the red, green and yellow
bunting constituting the Shrine 'colors.
Shrine emblems were conspicuous on the

f locomotive and the word. "Murat was
painted on the side of the cab and the
steam chests.. The headlight-- was deco-
rated with a picture of : "Moosha. the
celebrated dromedary of Murat temple,
and the "cowcatcher" wore huge designs
In the ehape of the scimitar and cres-
cent of the order and golden standards
bore the colors of the Shrine.'

A work ' Of Shrine art was the eora-missa- ry

car, the sides of which bore
monster designs, of desert scenes, the
pyramids, cavalcade of camels, etc end
the large lettering informed the entire
universe that this was Murat temple of
Indianapolis, headed for the oasis of
Portland. The observation platform at
the rear of the .train also carried the
Shrine emblems, a monster scimitar and
crescent, surmounted by a fex.

It is the result of
crossing a Caroline Testout and Aviateur
Bleriot. ' It - is - almost pure ; white in
color with a slight tinge of yellow at
the base and a slight pink flush on the
reflexed petals. This rose has been suc-
cessfully tried in various Eastern states
and "two years ago was sent to the in
ternational test gardens in Washington!
Park for an official : test. As a result
of this test the judges declared It the
second best rose in, the 'test garden for
general garden cultivation and the best
rose produced by an amateur, r There-
fore, in ) addition to being '

, named
Wednesday it will " receive the silver
medal of . the American-- ' Rose society
and the special trophy of the Portland
Rose society. ; Jesse A. Currey, Pacific
Coaqt member of the executive commit-
tee of the American Rose society, says
the rose will not become popular on the
Pacific coast or in the South,, as it
was produced for gardens in localities
having severe winters. It is not really
an exhibition : rose, but was produced
in the effort to breed a strain which
would give a profusion of blooms during
the entire season. In the test garden
last year one bush had 225 blooms, and
the records show It was not without
blooms from May 25 to November 2.
The rose has an average of 109 petals.

The "Imperial Potentate .rose Is a

Portland product, being the work of
Albert Clarke of Clarke Bros. It Is -- a
large, strong-growin- g rose and . of - the
true exhibition type, being large and
with a long pointed bud. It is the re-
sult of a crossing of Ophelia and Iloosier
Beauty, In color it is a deep salmon
pink, shading to rose, with a tinge of
yellow, probably having inherited trto
same strain of ' yellow which marks
Ophelia- - . The beauty of the flower lies
not so much in the color combination,
but in the silvery sarttson which 'Is
quite ' noticeable and attractive. This
rose has been in , the Washington Park
test gardens less than a year, and is
not yet, fully established, but the tests
given by --Clarke , Indicates it is a good
rose. .
