FIRST AERIAL MAIL

LEAVES CITY TODAY

Making the first aerial mail de
livery between Portland and Oregon
cities ever attempted, three
airplanes of the Oregon, Washington
& Idaho company left the Lewis and
Clark fleld about 9 o'clock Saturday
morning for Willamette valley com
munities. -

The planes carried about 3000 letters
containing invitations to merchants to
atteiM Buyers week, which will be held
here August 9 to 14. One plane left for
Hlllsbero, making the tnn in zt minutes.
Another Diane left for McMinnvtlle and
a third one left for Albany, saiem, Eu
gene and Marshfield.

This uniaue method of conveying Port
land's invitation to merchants of the
state was planned by-t- he executive com-
mittee in charge of arrangements for
Buyers' week. Planes left in the after
noon for Astoria, and Monday will go to
Eastern and Central Oregon cities.

Fourteen county seats will be visited
by the airplanes and packages will be
delivered to postmasters of each city by
the pilots.' While aerial delivery of the invitations
was arranged primarily to call attention
to Buyers week, the flights today were
the first organised test of aerial mall
delivery in Oregon. Postmasters in each
city and town visited are interested in
the experiment and will make reports to
the postoff ice department.
